PREAMBLE

We, the undergraduate students of the Universit(abksachusetts at Amherst, in order to
establish a democratic system for undergraduateddsity governance, and in order to promote
the general welfare of all University undergradusttedents, do hereby ordain and establish this

Constitution of the Student Government Associatanthe University of Massachusetts at
Amherst.



ARTICLE |
Name

Section 1 The name of this organization shall be the Stu@mternment Association of the
University of Massachusetts at Amherst, herein teth8&GA.

ARTICLE Il
Membership

Section 1 All undergraduate students of the University ofdsechusetts at Amherst, herein
denoted the University, meeting the qualificatidos SGA membership prescribed by the
General By-laws of the SGA, as approved by the \dbancellor for Student Affairs, shall be
entitled to be members of the SGA, and shall havecual voice and vote therein with that of
their fellow members.

ARTICLE IlI
Authority

Section 1 This Constitution shall supersede any other preshoexisting system of campus-
wide governance for the University undergraduateutadion.

Section 2 The SGA shall derive its authority from the undadypate students of the
University, in general election, and The Board aiskees, as provided for in Section 3, Chapter
75, of the General Laws of the Commonwealth of Makasetts.

Section 3 The SGA, as a governance body, shall be govergethd Board of Trustees'
Statement on University Governance. [Trustee Documé&3-098, as amended]

Section 4 All By-laws, Acts, procedures and all other acsioaf the SGA, shall be
consistent with this Constitution and Trustee DoenotT 73-098, as amended.

ARTICLE IV
Composition of the Government

Section 1 The SGA shall be composed of the Legislative, Bxee and Judicial branches
of government. All elected and appointed officefshe SGA shall be members of the SGA, as
defined by the General By-laws of the SGA, and r®@ASmember shall hold elected or
appointed office in more than one branch of theegoment, except as provided for by this
Constitution or the General By-laws of the SGA.

Section 2 The University Student Trustee as defined by thendgBal Laws of the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts, shall be an exioffficer of the SGA.



ARTICLE V
The Legislative

Section 1 Charge - The legislative authority of the SGAdained in Article V, Section 4

of this Constitution, shall be vested in the Unsigr Undergraduate Senate, herein denoted the
Senate, and other lesser legislative bodies rezedry this Constitution or the General By-laws
of the SGA.

Section 2 Composition - The Senate membership shall be ceapmof representatives
apportioned by the Senate to Electoral Districsslefined by the General By-laws of the SGA.

Section 3 Election - Senators shall be elected in a mannescpibed by the General By-
laws of the SGA and shall serve for a term prescritterein.

Section 4 Powers - The Senate shall have the power to:

A. Review and make recommendations regarding theeBtuictivities Fee. A recommended
increase in the Student Activities Fee of over 7 &9all require a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the
Senate membership in attendance at a scheduledng)eatbd an affirmative vote of the SGA
membership through an Action Referendum.

B. Determine and provide for its rules and proceduedect its officers, and fix the time and
place of its meetings, provided that there be alezgneeting with fixed time and place at least
once every week of the University academic calendar

C. Require the attendance of its members by rule.

D. Expel a member of the Senate. The act of Expulsi@tl require a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

E. Enact, amend or repeal the General By-laws oS@B4, unless otherwise provided for by the
General By-laws of the SGA. Such an act shall regaitwo-thirds (2/3) vote of its membership
in attendance at a scheduled meeting, and the egdpod the Vice Chancellor for Student
Affairs.

F. Ratify SGA Elections within thirty (30) calenddays of the election. Such an act shall require
a majority vote of its membership in attendanca stheduled meeting.

G. Initiate a referendum as defined by Article VIfitbis Constitution. Such an act shall require
a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its membership in attemck at a scheduled meeting.

H. Decide tie General or Special Elections at itst fimeeting following the election. Such an act
shall require a majority vote of its membershigitendance at a scheduled meeting.

I. Recommend the Student Activities Trust Fund Budgequest. Such an Act shall require a
majority vote of its membership in attendance atl@eduled meeting, and shall be reviewed by
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the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs, the Camgiglget Officers, the Chancellor, and the
University President, before submission to the BadrTrustees for approval.

J. Recommend the Student Activities Trust Fund OpegaBudget by enactment of the Annual
SGA S-1 Budget Act. Such an Act shall require aom@j vote of its membership in attendance
at a scheduled meeting, and shall be submittetie¢ovice Chancellor for Student Affairs for
approval. Disbursements there from shall be in @=owce with duly established University
financial and operational policies and campus ptoces.

K. Override a presidential veto. Such an act shajuire a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

L. Approve Executive Cabinet and Student Judiciaryoagments. Such an act shall require a
majority vote of its membership in attendance stfzeduled meeting.

M. Require reports from the President and Executigdifi@t on any matter relevant to the
functioning of the SGA.

N. Impeach an elected officer of the SGA. Such arshatl require a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

O. Provide for the succession to those elected offidehe SGA not otherwise provided for by
this Constitution.

P. Provide for the transition of the SGA to this Catogion.

Q. Promote the general welfare and interests of t#ergraduate student body by making

recommendations on policies and procedures consistgh Trustee Document T73-098, as

amended, provided that, when an action is interaded formal recommendation from the SGA,

as a governance body, it shall be submitted inraecwe with the procedures prescribed in said
document.

Section 5 Prohibitions - The Senate shall not:

A. Take an action abridging any of the powers de&gjatby this Constitution.

B. Deny the rights and privileges of Senate membprshiany duly elected Senator, except as
provided for by this Constitution or the GenerallBws of the SGA.

C. Recommend the appropriation of monies for a pesiotiore than one (1) fiscal year.

D. Recommend the increase or decrease in wage deete@ officer of the SGA, effective to
the incumbent at the time of the increase or deerea

E. Infringe the secrecy of the ballot in SGA Genéilglctions.
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F. Meet in "executive session”, as defined by the @Gdnkeaws of the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts.

Section 6 Procedures

A. No bill, unless otherwise provided for by this Cuotusion or the General By-laws of the
SGA, shall become an Act of the SGA unless it shalle been introduced to the Senate, read
and passed, by a majority vote of its membershgitendance at a scheduled meeting.

B. No bill, unless otherwise provided for by this Gotution or the General By-laws of the
SGA, shall become an Act of the SGA without thenatgre of the SGA President, provided that
withholding of her/his signature shall constituteto; and that the President of the SGA shall
notify the Speaker of the Senate within seven @fg¢redar days, giving explicit reasons for the
veto.

C. If a bill shall not have been vetoed within sey&h calendar days following its passage, it
shall become an Act of the SGA.

D. A vetoed bill may be enacted not withstandingvét of the SGA President, if it shall have
been read in full a second time, and passed updwoathirds (2/3) vote of the Senate
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

E. The quorum for the conduct of business at a Semegeting, or a meeting of a Senate
Committee, shall be fifty percent (50%) of the totating membership plus one (1), unless
otherwise provided for by this Constitution or theneral By-laws of the SGA.

Section 7 The Speaker & Associate Speaker of the Senate

A. The Senate shall provide for the election of, fritsnvoting membership, a Speaker of the
Senate, herein denoted the Speaker, who shall asriree chief presiding officer of the Senate.

B. The Senate shall provide for the election of, frae voting membership, an Associate
Speaker of the Senate, herein denoted the Assdgpaker, who shall serve as the chief clerk
and parliamentarian of the Senate.

C. If a vacancy shall occur in the office of Speakke, Associate Speaker shall become Speaker
for the duration of the unfinished term.

ARTICLE VI
The Executive

Section 1 Charge - The executive authority of the SGA shallvested in an SGA President,
herein denoted the President, and other lesseuaxeofficers recognized by this Constitution
or the General By-laws of the SGA.



Section 2 Election - The President shall be popularly el@édtg a majority or plurality of
the SGA membership voting, on or before March 28axfh calendar year and shall serve for a
term of one (1) calendar year, here defined asl Agn March 31, and said election shall be held
in a manner prescribed by the General By-laws @G A.

Section 3 The President shall, upon taking office, be adstéred the following affirmation
by the SGA Chief Justice before the Senate memipersh

A. "l do affirm to faithfully execute the office ofGA President and support the Constitution and
General By-laws of the Student Government Assamiti

Section 4  Vacancies - If a vacancy shall occur in the offidePresident, the Speaker shall
become President for the duration of the unfinistieeich.

Section 5 Power-The President shall have the power to:
A. Act as the chief executive of the SGA.

B. Take care that all the provisions of this Congtiuit the General By-laws of the SGA, and
Acts of the SGA are faithfully executed.

C. Appoint, upon a majority vote of the Senate mershir in attendance at a scheduled
meeting, the Executive Cabinet.

D. Appoint, upon the recommendation of the Coordigat@ouncil, and upon a majority vote of
the Senate membership in attendance at a schedwdeting, the seven (7) Justices of the
Student Judiciary.

E. Appoint all lesser executive officers and extelf®&A committees as defined by the General
By-laws of the SGA.

F. In a manner prescribed by the General By-law$€@f3GA, call the Senate into Session.
G. Be an ex-officio member of the Senate, as deflmethe General By-laws of the SGA, and
shall, in an address upon taking office, and at fite#t scheduled Senate meeting of a new

Session, put forward her/his legislative agendaémsideration by the Senate.

H. Veto any bill except Resolutions, the Annual SGAL Budget Act, and Articles of
Impeachment.

l. Initiate a referendum as defined in Article VIRithis Constitution and the General By-laws of
the SGA.



ARTICLE VII
The Judicial

Section 1 Charge - The judicial authority of the SGA shall\ested in a Student Judiciary.

Section 2 Jurisdiction - The Student Judiciary shall haveioal jurisdiction over any
controversy arising under this Constitution, then&al By-laws of the SGA, or any Act of the
SGA.

Section 3 Composition - The Student Judiciary shall be cosapo of seven Justices
appointed and confirmed in a manner prescribed thiglé VI, Section 5 Sub-section D of this
Constitution, and who shall serve for the calemmiarod of their SGA membership.

Section 4 Power - The Student Judiciary may hold, by dettay judgment, any act by any
agent of the Executive or Legislative Brancheshef $GA, or of any agency directly associated
with the SGA, or of any candidate for SGA office,lde unconstitutional, or in violation of any
By-law or Act of the SGA, and therefore, invalidppided said action is not a governance item
approved by the Board of Trustees.

Section 5 Procedure - Any person(s), with the exception admbers of the Student
Judiciary, may file with the Student Judiciary atiffen for a Ruling on the constitutionality
and/or validity of any act by any agent of the Exe® or Legislative Branches of the SGA, or
of any agency directly associated with the SGApbrany candidate for SGA office, within
ninety (90) days of said action, and the Studediciary shall issue a ruling on same, provided
said action is not a governance item approved &Bthard of Trustees .

Section 6 Quorum - The Quorum for the conduct of businesste Student Judiciary shall
be five (5) Justices; one (1) of whom shall be@heef Justice or Associate Chief Justice.

Section 7 Chief Justice & Associate Chief Justice

A. The Student Judiciary shall provide for the etattof, from its voting membership, a Chief
Justice of the Student Judiciary, herein denotedGhief Justice, who shall serve as the chief
presiding officer of the Student Judiciary.

B. The Student Judiciary shall provide for the elettmf, from its voting membership, an
Associate Chief Justice of the Student Judiciaeyeim denoted the Associate Chief Justice, who
shall serve as the chief clerk of the Student Jadic

C. If a vacancy shall occur in the office of Chiefstloe, the Associate Chief Justice shall
become Chief Justice for the duration of the usfied term.



ARTICLE VIII
Referenda

Section 1 There shall be two primary types of referenda:

A. Action - An Action Referendum, if approved, shadicome an Act of the SGA, shall not be
subject to presidential veto, and when such ammds intended as a formal recommendation
from the SGA, as a governance body, it shall bemsttdd in accordance with the procedures
prescribed in Trustee Document T73-098, as amended.

B. Advisory - An Advisory Referendum shall only beneasure of public sentiment.

Section 2 All referenda shall be clearly labeled and unasdtby the SGA membership to
be either an Action or Advisory Referendum.

Section 3 Action or Advisory Referenda shall be initiateddryy one of the following:
A. The University Student Trustee

B. The Senate

C. The SGA President

D. The signatures, on a petition, of not less thaa figrcent (5%) of the SGA membership.

Section 4  Advisory Referenda shall be initiated by the Cleloc or the Vice Chancellor
for Student Affairs.

ARTICLE IX
Amendment

Section 1 This Constitution shall be amended through eitifethe processes prescribed in
Article IX, Sections 2-3 of this Constitution, withe approval of the Board of Trustees.

Section 2 An amendment to this Constitution shall be pasgezh a two-thirds (2/3) vote of
the Senate membership in attendance at a schethdeting, and a majority vote of the SGA
membership voting on the amendment through an Adtieferendum.

Section 3 An amendment to this Constitution shall be pasgexh a two-thirds (2/3) vote of
the SGA membership voting on the amendment thranghction Referendum.

Section 4 If the amendment process prescribed in Article $¥¢tion 2, of this Constitution
shall have been invoked, then, following an amendisgassage in the Senate, the amendment
shall appear as an Action Referendum before the &@#Abership, no more than thirty (30)
calendar days from the calendar date of the amemicBygssage in the Senate.

Section 5 No person shall formally introduce an amendmerthi® Constitution, who shall
not have first consulted the Chief Justice andDitecting Attorney of Student Legal Services
Office, or her/his designee.

ARTICLE X
Ratification

Section 1 This Constitution shall be ratified upon a twordsi (2/3) vote of the Senate

membership in attendance at a scheduled meetingajarity vote of the voting SGA
membership on an Action Referendum, and the appodthe Board of Trustees

Section 1 Any person, subject to, and having paid the Studetivities Fee, shall be a
member of the SGA for the period of calendar tim&vhich her/his paid Student Activities Fee
is applicable.

Chapter 2
Ex-officio membership

Section 1 Any person, defined by the Constitution of theAS@e By-laws of the SGA or
by Act of the SGA, as an ex-officio member of ammgp or agency of the SGA, shall be entitled
to address that body during the conduct of saidy'sodr agency's business, without the prior
consent of said body or agency, but shall be pr&dbfrom making any motion, casting any
vote, counting toward quorum, or exercising anyhatity, not otherwise provided for by the
Constitution of the SGA, the By-laws of the SGA aorAct of the SGA.

Chapter 3
Cross Branch Service

Section 1 SGA members may hold elected or appointed officemare than one (1)
branch of the government provided that no moae ttime (1) of said offices is at or
above the rank of Executive Cabinet member, SematStudent Judiciary member.

Chapter 4
Equal Opportunity Policy

Section 1 No person, having qualified for SGA membershigha manner prescribed by
Title 1, Chapter 1, Section 1, of the By-laws af ®GA, shall be denied the rights and privileges
of SGA membership, on the basis of age, maritalistgphysical ability, class, national origin,
political affiliation, race, religion, sex or sexuaientation.

Chapter 5
SGA Code of Conduct

Section 1 No officer or agent of the SGA shall participdte any private business or
professional activity, or have any direct or indiréinancial interest which would place said
officer or agent in a position where there is aficnbetween that private interest and the best
interests of the SGA.

Section 2 No officer or agent of the SGA shall use or alldwe use of any SGA property,
facilities, or personnel of any kind for any adiyvhot officially sanctioned by the Constitution
of the SGA, the By-laws of the SGA or an Act of B8A.

Section 3 No person shall corruptly give, offer, or promiseany SGA officer or agent, any
pecuniary or other benefit not authorized by thensEitution of the SGA, the By-laws of the

SGA, or by Act of the SGA, for the past, presemtfuture performance or non-performance of
an act which the person believes to have beermeoofficer or agent represents as having been,
within the official capacity of the officer or agen

Section 4 No officer or agent of the SGA shall intentionabynd wrongfully harm or
threaten to intentionally and wrongfully harm argrgon by the performance or nonperformance
of an act.

Section 5 No officer or agent of the SGA shall aid, advisepqure or in any other way
directly induce another to act in violation of t@®nstitution of the SGA, the By-laws of the
SGA, or an Act of the SGA.

Chapter 6
Open Meetings

Section 1 All meetings of the Senate, Senate Committees;cemmittees or Commissions,
the Coordinating Council, Student Judiciary Heasinghe recognized bodies of the Area
Governments and Agencies of the SGA, shall be ¢pe¢he public at all times, and no action of
any of the above named agents shall be considendth®, except when made at such a public
meeting.

Section 2 The public shall be afforded reasonable prioragotf such meetings. Twenty-
four (24) hours notice shall be presumed to beorestsle.

Section 3 Deliberative Sessions of the Student Judiciand aneetings of the Elections
Commission when they shall be assembled to coenbétliots of an Election, shall be exempt
from Title 1, Chapter 6, of the By-laws of the SGA.

Chapter 7
Public Records

Section 1 All official SGA records, unless otherwise proadifor by the Constitution of the
SGA, the By-laws of the SGA, or an Act of the SG3kall be open for inspection, with
reasonable supervision, by any person.

Section 2 An SGA officer or agent having custody of anyi@#l SGA records shall permit
them to be inspected and examined at reasonabés,tiduring reasonable working hours, and
shall furnish certified copies thereof upon request

Section 3 If the number of certified copies requested exsdaa (2), the SGA may assess a
fee which shall not exceed the cost of duplication.

Section 4 The Constitution of the SGA, the By-laws of the S@Ad the Acts of the SGA
shall be regularly compiled and updated on a singdenputer disk by the Secretary of
Administrative Affairs, and copies of same shall ibethe possession of the President, the
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Speaker, the Chief Justice, the Directing AttoroéyStudent Legal Services Office and the
Campus Activities office.

Chapter 8
The Coordinating Council

Section 1 There shall be a Coordinating Council, which shlcharged with facilitating
communication among the three branches of goverhmen

Section 2 The Coordinating Council shall exercise no autlyonibt otherwise provided for
by the Constitution of the SGA or the By-laws of tBGA.

Section 3 The Coordinating Council shall be composed of thembership prescribed
herein:

1. The President

2. The Speaker

3. The Chief Justice

4. The Area Governors

5. The Executive Cabinet

6. The Chair or her/his designee of each of thaditg Committees of the Senate.

7. Two (2) Senators appointed, upon a majority wétihe Senate membership in attendance
at a scheduled meeting, by the Speaker.

8. Four (4) Senators appointed by the ALANA Caucus

9. The Student Coordinator of the Center for Edaoat Policy Advocacy, herein denoted
CEPA.

Section 4  The Coordinating Council shall be co-chaired by 8peaker and the President,
unless otherwise provided for by the Constitutibthe SGA or the By-laws of the SGA.

Section 5 The President, the Speaker, the Chief JusticetiaadExecutive Cabinet, shall
serve on the Coordinating Council for their termofffice, as prescribed by the Constitution of
the SGA or the By-laws of the SGA.

Section 6 The Chairs or their designee of the Standing Citees of the Senate, the
appointed ALANA Caucus members, the appointed ®enaind the Student Coordinator of
CEPA, shall each serve for one (1) Senate Session.
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Section 7 The Coordinating Council shall meet at least ono#ath.

Chapter 9
The University Student Trustee

Section1  The University Student Trustee shall be elected imanner prescribed by the
General Laws of the Commonwealth of MassachusetisTdle VIl of the By-laws of the SGA,
and shall serve for the term of one (1) calendar yieere defined as July 1 to June 30.

Section 2 If a vacancy shall occur in the office of Univéysbtudent Trustee, the Elections
Commission shall call a Special Election to fiktihiacancy.

Section 3 The University Student Trustee shall not be sttbje impeachment or recall as
prescribed by the Constitution of the SGA and tlyed@vs of the SGA, and shall not receive a
pecuniary benefit for her/his service.

Chapter 10
Amendment to the By-laws of the SGA

Section 1 The By-laws of the SGA, unless otherwise provid@dby the By-laws of the
SGA, shall be amended upon a two-thirds (2/3) wbthe Senate membership in attendance at a
scheduled meeting, and the approval of the VicenCéldor for Student Affairs.

Section 2 To propose an amendment to the By-Laws of the $@&@Amotion must first be
heard by the Administrative Affairs Committee. Wpeceiving a positive recommendation by
the Administrative Affairs Committee the sponsottled motion must consult with the Directing
Attorney of the Student Legal Services Office (a/lier designee). Upon consulting with the
aforementioned, the motion can then be submittettheoSpeaker’'s Office to be placed on the
Senate’s agenda.

Section 3 The exception to Title I, Chapter 10, Section allsamendments to be made to
Title VI, which would need a recommendation frore Mays & Means Committee, rather than
the Administrative Affairs Committee.

Chapter 11
Definition of Calendar Days

Section 1 Calendar Days, unless otherwise provided for inGbastitution or By-Laws,
shall be defined as all days throughout the acadlealendar with the following exemptions:

l. Wednesday through Sunday of the Thanksgiving Recess
Il. The first Saturday through the Second Sunday o$tivéng Recess

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Chapter 1
Apportionment

Section 1 Senate seats shall be apportioned by the Senategaseveral constituencies,
defined here as Electoral District, Caucus appantimor Area Government appointment.

Chapter 2
Electoral Districts

Section 1 Electoral districts shall be as prescribed herein:
1. The Residential Hall On-Campus Residential Syseengefined by the University.
2. The Non-Residential Hall On-Campus Residential Systas defined by the University.

3. The Off-Campus Commuter Area, here defined as teet@al District exclusive of the
preceding subsections.

Section 2 Senate seats shall be apportioned to Electosdti€is at the ratio of one (1) seat
per every five hundred (500) constituents. "Coustit" shall be defined as any SGA member
recognized by the University to be residing in deckoral District.

Section 3 Senators shall be elected by the constituentsenf respective Electoral District,
and no Senator shall represent more than one €tjdghl District.

Section 4 Senators shall be residents of the Electoral Distrom which they shall have
been elected.

Section 5 If a Senator shall have dislocated from her/hieckral District s/he shall
surrender her/his Senate seat.

Chapter 3
Caucus Appointments

Section 1 The ALANA Caucus shall be the official represenat of those groups
prescribed by the Charter of the ALANA Caucus.

Section 2 The ALANA Caucus shall be apportioned a numberSehate seats equal to

thirteen percent (13%) of the total of those segigortioned to the Electoral Districts, and the
Charter of the ALANA Caucus shall provide for thgpaintment and removal of SGA members
to said seats in a manner consistent with the Bsg-laf the SGA and prescribed by the Charter
of the ALANA Caucus.

Section 2 Senators at-large shall be residents of the Am@a fwhich s/he shall have been
appointed.

Section 3 If a Senator at-large shall have dislocated fram/His Area Government s/he
shall surrender her/his Senate seat.

Section 4 If a vacancy shall occur in the office of Senaatilarge, the vacancy shall be
filled in a manner prescribed by the Charter ofrédspective Area Government.

Chapter 5
Apportionment Amendment

Section 1 Title 1l, Chapters 1-5 of the By-laws of the SGAall be amended upon a two-
thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate membership in ddane at a scheduled meeting, and a majority
vote of the SGA membership through an Action Reféuen.

Chapter 6
Term of Senate Office and Vacancies

Section 1 The Senate shall be elected or appointed on fordoeéSeptember 30, of each
calendar year, and shall serve for the term of(@p&ession of the Senate, as defined by Title I,
Chapter 10, of the By-laws of the SGA.

Section 2 If a vacancy shall occur in the office of Senaexcept those vacancies
already provided for by Title Il, Chapters 3-4tbé By-laws of the SGA, the vacancy
shall be filled for the duration of the unfinishitm, upon a majority vote of the
Administrative Affairs Committee in attendance acheduled meeting, and upon a two
thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate membership in ddaoe at a scheduled meeting.

Section 3 In the case of filling a vacancy in the Senate,S8A member, meeting the
gualifications for Senate membership, shall be adtared the following oath of office by the
Speaker or acting Speaker:

A. "l do affirm to faithfully execute the office @GA Senator and support the Constitution
and By-Laws of the Student Government Association."
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Section 4  All students interested in joining SGA as senatoust submit their nomination
papers no later than Marcf ih order to receive consideration for joining Benate for that
regular session.

Section 5 Any student who cannot submit papers by Marthit still wishes to join the
Senate must submit a statement regarding why thield mot meet the MarcH'Tequirement

and how they would still be beneficial to the Sersa late in the year. This statement must be
presented to the Administrative Affairs Committeel ahe Senate in order for the candidate to
be considered for a Senate seat.

Chapter 7
Senate Attendance

Section 1 Senators shall attend all meetings of the Seaatkthe Senate Committee to
which they are assigned. All absences and the englbereof, shall be recorded in the minutes of
the meeting.

Section 2 The Associate Speaker of the Senate shall takdl aall at the beginning of all
meetings of the Senate. An unexcused absence fremoll call shall constitute one (1) absence
from the Senate.

Section 3 In the event of a roll call vote during a formaln&g session, a one-half (1/2)
absence shall be attributed to any Senator noeprdat a full absence has not already been
applied.

Section4  The Chair of each Senate Committee shall take ddatere at the beginning of
each meeting of the Committee. An unexcused abséwoee a Committee meeting shall
constitute one-half (1/2) absence from the Senate.

Section 5 Upon a Senators' accumulation of two (2) unexduedesences from the Senate,
the Speaker shall notify said Senator that accumulaf unexcused absences totaling three (3),
shall result in resignation by non-attendance.

Section 6 Upon accumulation of three (3) unexcused abseingasthe Senate, the Speaker
shall consider the Senator to have resigned heBbmsate seat by nonattendance, and shall
declare the seat vacant.

Section 7 If a Senator shall appeal the decision of the Speakter having resigned by non-
attendance, the Senator may be reinstated and e one (1) absence stricken from the
record, upon a majority vote of the Senate memleishattendance at a scheduled meeting.

Section 8 At the beginning of each Period of the Senateledimed by Title 1, Chapter 10,
of the By-laws of the SGA, the Associate Speakexllstecord zero (0) absences for each
Senator.

Section 9 Absences from a meeting of the Senate may be eddusthe Speaker.
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Absences from a meeting of a Senate Committee magxisused by the Committee Chair.
Absences from either, may be excused for any onef(the reasons prescribed herein:

1. Personal illness

2. Family iliness

3. An hour exam is scheduled for the day immetiidbllowing the Senate meeting.
4. Required class meeting or other schalalstiy.

5. Religious observances

Section 10  Any Senator who has resigned by nonattendance rabialle appointed back in
the Senate by the Senate, ALANA Caucus, or Areae@owents during the current Senate
Session.
Chapter 8
Constituent Communication

Section 1 Each Senator shall attend a “Back to the Peopleingonity meeting that shall be
held at a publicly accessible location within theispective electoral districts. The dates and
times for such meetings are to be decided by esspective area’s senators and their particular
area governments.

Section 2 Commuter area governments and senators shallahagiublicly accessible
location to be determined by said area’s senatatseea government. To incorporate the
sizeable commuter population, there shall be etbhermeeting or several concurrent meetings
occurring at different locations involving diffetesenators.

Section 3 “Back to the People” community meetings shall ipavate all the Senators from
a respective electoral district and all of theaw#fs from said district’s Area Government.

Section 4  “Back to the People” community meetings shall tpleee at a frequency of at
least twice a semester (in the months of Octobeveber, December, February, March, and
April) and no more than once biweekly for a minimpariod of one hour. The meetings shall be
regularly scheduled.

Section 5 Public Policy and Relations, Senators, and Areae@onents, shall be
responsible for the announcement of such meetinigast a week prior to the community
meeting within their Electoral District

Section 6 The Chair of Public Policy and Relations shalrégponsible for properly
advertising each “Back to the People” meeting (lgtostandard flyers, internet groups and any
other appropriate means) in conjunction with theper Senators and Area Governments.
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A. Area Governments, House Councils, RD’s and Ra&lk have a voluntary advisory role for
meeting times and means of advertising for “Backh® People” meetings to be held in their
respective residential areas.

Section 7 Each “Back to the People” shall haverénsnt topic to be presented by both the
Area Government and the Senators to their constsu&aid topic shall be decided by the
aforementioned parties. Senators and Area Govertnofiicers will be required to specify the
current projects of their respective governances.

Section 8 Materials necessary for the announceofesutich meetings (i.e. photocopies,
posters, markers, etc.) shall be made availabthdBGA.

Section 9 The SGA will appropriate a semester butigeach electoral district for “Back to
the People” community meetings. Said budget wiltlbeermined after the first round of Back to
the People community meetings by the Ways and MEamnsmittee. The funds are to be used
for the purposes of advertising and providing r&fraents.

Sectoin 10 Failure to attend a “Back to the Peoptehimunity meeting for each Senator’s
respective Electoral District will constitute alfabsence for purposes of Senate attendance.

Section 11  The Speaker and/or the Associate Spshkérbe responsible for taking
attendance for “Back to the People”.

Section 12 Absences from a “Back to the People”’roanity meeting may be excused by
the Speaker. Absences may be excused for any dhe odéasons prescribed herein:

Chapter 9
Expulsion of a Senator

Section 1 Only the Senate shall be empowered to expel a &emagardless of whether the
Senator was appointed or elected.

Section 2  The Speaker, the Associate Speaker, a Senatdre araimes on a petition of fifty

(50) SGA members of the Senator’s constituency, negyiest the expulsion of an Electoral
District, Caucus appointment or Area Governmentoagment Senator, by filing written

charges with the Speaker and the Chair of the Raled Ethics Sub-Committee of the
Administrative Affairs Committee.
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Section 3 Upon the receipt of written charges, and withinrtthi(30) calendar days, the
Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall investigate dharges in a manner prescribed by a
majority vote of its membership in attendance stl@eduled meeting.

Section 4 Within fourteen (14) calendar days of its invgation, the Rules and Ethics Sub-
Committee shall, upon a majority vote of its mensh@ in attendance at a scheduled meeting
bring Expulsion proceedings before the Senate.

Section 5 If the Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall hawéed to bring Expulsion
proceedings before the Senate, the Chair shall subrthe subject Senator written notice of the
charges no less than seventy-two (72) hours poidhé Senate meeting at which the expulsion
proceedings shall be considered.

Section 6 If the Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall noehasted on the charges within
fourteen (14) calendar days of their investigatiti® matter may be brought before the Senate
upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate memherishattendance at a scheduled meeting.

Section 7 If the Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall havied/onot to bring expulsion
hearings before the Senate, the Chair shall makepart to the Senate detailing the written
charges and an explanation of the reasons as toawhsxpulsion hearing was not necessary.
The Senate may then, upon a three fourths (3/4), eb¢ct to bring expulsion proceedings before
the next regularly scheduled Senate meeting.

Section 8 If expulsion proceedings shall have been brolgtibre the Senate, the charges
shall be announced, the Rules and Ethics Sub-Cdgemnieport on the matter shall be entered
into the minutes, and the subject Senator shadiffisded an opportunity to address the Senate
for twenty (20) minutes, which shall not be infrethby any person.

Section 9 If, upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its membersimpattendance at a scheduled
meeting, the Senate shall have voted to expelubgst Senator, then, upon the announcement
of the vote by the Speaker, the Expulsion shatidraplete.

Section 10 The subject Senator may, up until the time thapuision proceedings are
brought before the Senate, resign and formal clsasiyall be dropped.

Section 11 No Senator expelled by the Senate shall be d&igibr Caucus or Area
Government appointment.

Chapter 10
The Senate Session

Section 1 All meetings of the Senate shall be conducted $ession of the Senate, divided
into the Regular Period and the Special Period@scpibed herein:

1. The Regular Period - The Regular Period of3arate shall be defined as that calendar
period extending from the first meeting of the Sena fall semester to the final meeting
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of the Senate in spring semester. "Semester" beatlefined by the official academic
calendar of the University.

2. The Special Period - The Special Period of3bkaate shall be defined as that calendar
period extending from the final meeting of the Sena the Regular Period, to the first
meeting of the Senate in the subsequent Regularder

Chapter 11
The Regular Period

Section 1 The first meeting of the Senate Regular Periol shenmence a Senate Session.

Section 2 Within fourteen (14) calendar days of ratificatiofithe Fall General
Election, the President shall convene the firsttmgeof the Regular Period.

Section 3 If, within fourteen (14) calendar days of rat#imn of the Fall General Election,
the President shall have failed to convene theé firseting of the Regular Period of the Senate,
the Coordinating Council shall convene said meetamgl the Coordinating Council Chair shall
preside at said meeting.

Chapter 12
The Special Period

Section 1 Upon adjournment of the last meeting of a Reg®ariod of the Senate, the
legislative authority of the Senate and its Stagdor Select Committees, subject to the
limitations defined herein, shall be delegatedhte €oordinating Council for the term of the
Special Period.

Section 2 For the term of the Special Period, the@mating Council shall retain the
composition prescribed by Title 1, Chapter 8 Sec8pof the By-Laws of the SGA, provided
that during that term of the Special Period, théA3esident, Executive Cabinet, Chief Justice,
Area Governors and the Student Coordinator of CESRAIl serve as ex-officio members.

Section 3 For the term of the Special Period, the Speakdl stiave as the Chair of the
Coordinating Council.

Section 4 In the event the Speaker is unable to serve fotettme of the Special Period, the
Associate Speaker shall serve, for the term ofihecial Period, as the chair of the Coordinating
Council.

Section 5 In the event a Coordinating Council member, othantthe Speaker or the
Associate Speaker, is unable to serve for the térttme Special Period, the Speaker shall, upon a
majority vote of the Senate membership in attenel@a@ scheduled meeting in the Regular
Period, appoint a Senator to fill the seat. Suchgpointment shall meet the qualifications
prescribed for said seat by Title 1, Chapter 8ti8e@, of the By-laws of the SGA.
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Section 6 Coordinating Council seats vacated during the @frthe Special Period shall
remain vacant for the term of the Special Period.
Section7 For the term of the Special Period, the Coorduga€ouncil shall be

empoweredto:

1. Determine and provide for its rules and procesluand fix the time and place of its
meetings.

2. Enact Acts of the SGA and Resolutions as défimethe By-laws of the SGA, and
subject to the prohibitions prescribed herein.

3. Ratify the Fall General Elections in a mann@spribed by the By-laws of the SGA.
Such an act shall require a majority vote of itsrership in attendance at a scheduled
meeting.

4. Approve the expenditure of monies appropriségthe Annual SGA S-1 Budget Act,
and from the SGA Revenue Accounts. Such an acktreplire a two-thirds (2/3) vote of
its membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting

5. Override a presidential veto. Such an act shgllire a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

6. Approve Executive Cabinet Appointments. Suclaetrshall require a majority vote of its
membership in attendance at a scheduled meeting.

7. Require reports from the President and Exeeu@iabinet on any matter relevant to the

functioning of the SGA.

Section 8 For the term of a Special Period, the Coordina@ogincil shall not be
empowered to:

1.

Enact Articles of Impeachment, amend or regfealConstitution of the SGA, the By-
laws of the SGA, the Annual SGA S-1 Budget Act, 8ot the SGA or Resolutions of
the Senate passed in a Regular Period.

Conduct business in the absence of a quorum,defined as fifty percent (50%) of the
voting membership plus one (1)

Exercise any power not enumerated for the Goatidg Council by Title II, Chapter 12,
of the By-laws of the SGA.

Section 9 Upon adjournment of the last meeting of the Coating Council in a Special
Period, the legislative authority of the CoordingtiCouncil shall be surrendered to the Senate.
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Chapter 13
Installation of the Senate

Section 1 If Title 1, Chapter 11, Section 3, of the By-lawf the SGA, shall not have been
invoked, the President shall convene the first mgedf the Senate Session, and shall preside in
the manner prescribed herein:

1. The President shall call the meeting to order.
2. The President shall take a roll call to detesmf quorum is present.

3. The President shall present to the Senate-Etéet final report of the Elections
Commission on the Fall General Elections, as eatiby the Coordinating Council.

4. The President shall yield the chair to the €hiestice, or in the absence of the Chief
Justice, the Associate Chief Justice, who shalliaidter the following affirmation to

the Senate-Elect:

"l do affirm to faithfully execute the office of SGSenator and support the Constitution and By-
laws of the Student Government Association "

5. Following the installation of the Senate, theie€lJustice shall yield the chair to the
Chancellor of Elections, or, in the absence of@ancellor of Elections, an Elections

Commissioner.

Chapter 14
Election of the Speaker & Associate Speaker

Section1  The Chancellor of Elections, at a Senate meetitgyden May 1st and May 15th
shall conduct the election of the Speaker and AstoSpeaker of the Senate in the manner

prescribed herein:

1. The Chancellor of Elections shall announce ttmahinations for Speaker of the Senate
are open.

4. Following the closing of nominations for Speakbe Chancellor of Elections shall read,
from the minutes, the nominations made and secofme8peaker and shall ask each
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nominee if the nomination is accepted. If the naewirshall have responded in the
negative, the Chancellor of Elections shall stthke nomination from the minutes.

5. The Chancellor of Elections shall then annouhe¢ nominations for Associate Speaker
of the Senate are open.

6. The Chancellor of Elections shall record thenmations in the minutes in the order in
which they shall have been made and seconded.

7. The Chancellor of Elections shall entertain egwbrd nominations for Associate Speaker
until a motion shall have been made, seconded pptbeed by unanimous consent to
close said nominations.

8. Following the closing of nominations for Assatei Speaker, the Chancellor of Elections
shall read, from the minutes, the nominations etk seconded for Associate Speaker
and shall ask each nominee if the nomination iepted. If the nominee shall have
responded in the negative, the Chancellor of Eestishall strike the nomination from
the minutes.

9. The Chancellor of Elections shall then providat each nominee, in the order in which
their nomination shall have been recorded in theubeis, shall have the opportunity to
address the Senate for no more than five (5) minaed entertain questions for no more
than five (5) minutes.

10. When each nominee shall have been providedgpertunity to address the Senate and
entertain questions, the Chancellor of Electiorsllstead again, from the minutes, all
nominations for both offices in the order in white nominations shall have been
recorded in the minutes.

11. The Chancellor of Elections shall then distigbto each Senator one (1) ballot, which
shall be a plain, otherwise unmarked, 8.5" x 5p%¢ce of white paper, folded in half and
affixed with a number from 001 to 150.

12. The Chancellor of Elections shall then direathe Senator to cast, from the list of
nominations recorded for each office in the minumse (1) vote for Speaker of the
Senate above the fold of the ballot, and one (1§ Y@ Associate Speaker of the Senate
below the fold of the Ballot.

13. Following this direction, and the elapse o&fi{b) minutes, the Chancellor of Elections
shall retrieve the ballots in the manner in whicbyt were distributed, and take them to a
separate room to be counted by the Elections Cosmnis

14. The Chancellor of Elections shall then cakkeess of the Senate pending the completion
of the ballot count.
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15. Following the completion of the ballot courtte tChancellor of Elections shall call the
meeting back to order, report to the Senate theptzim numerical tabulation of the
results, and declare those persons having recehednajority of the votes for each
office, to be elected to that office.

16. The Chancellor of Elections shall then yield thair to the Speaker of the Senate and
proceed to destroy the ballots following the exjpnaof twenty-four (24) hours.

Section 2 No nomination shall be recorded in the minutes Wwishall not have received a
second.

Section 3 No Senator shall make more than one (1) nomindiorach office.

Section 4 If, after the ballots shall have been counted by thetiBins Commission, no
nominee for the office of either Speaker or AsstectBpeaker shall have received a majority of
the votes cast, the nominee receiving the lowdat tor that office shall be eliminated, and the
ballots for that office shall be re-cast. The hallshall continue to be re-cast in this manned unti
one (1) nominee for each office shall have recea@dhjority.

Section 5 The Speaker elected in the Session immediatelyepdneg, shall be eligible to be
nominated for either Speaker or Associate Speaker.

Section 6  The Associate Speaker elected in the Session inatedgipreceding, shall be
eligible to be nominated for either Speaker or Asde Speaker.

Section 7 A Senator may, within twenty-four (24) hours of #lection, request a recount.

Section 8 No business shall be conducted by the Senate foritre election of the Speaker
and Associate Speaker.

Chapter 15
The Speaker of the Senate

Section 1The Speaker shall be elected in the manner prescbly Title 11, Chapter 14 of the
By-laws of the SGA and shall serve for the terroiné (1) Session of the Senate.

Section 2 Upon election to the Speakership, the Speakel slvaénder her/his
Senate seat.

Section 3 The Speaker, as the chief presiding officer of3keate, as defined by the
Constitution of the SGA, shall:

1. Inthe event of a tie, cast a vote in the Senat
2. Appoint, upon a majority vote of the Senate fMership in attendance at a scheduled

meeting, all Standing and Select Committees oBieate.
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3. Chair all meetings of the Senate, and shallrbexaofficio member of all Standing and
Select Committees of the Senate.

4. Act as the chief spokesperson of the Senate.

5. Call, for extraordinary reasons, emergency mgegtof the Senate provided that forty-
eight (48) hours prior notice of the date, time &whtion of the emergency meeting shall
have been granted the Senate.

6. Adjust the location of a Senate meeting undegr ane of the conditions prescribed
herein:

A. The location becomes unavailable.

B. Five (5) Senators request, in writing, and yhtiwo (32) hours prior to a meeting,
that s/he adjust the location of the meeting.

C. S/he is convinced that an emergency exists wigighires the adjustment.
D. There is an error in the agenda regarding tbation.

7. Take care that Senate business is conductadmanner prescribed by, and consistent
with, the Constitution of the SGA, the By-laws bétSGA, and the Acts of the SGA.

8. Hold signature responsibility, herein denot&] &s defined by the University.

9. Swear-in Senators nominated by the Administeafiffairs Committee and approved by
the Senate.

10. Be responsible for maintaining aatel records for the “Back to the People”
community meeting.

Chapter 16
The Associate Speaker of the Senate

Section 1 The Associate Speaker shall be elected in theneraprescribed by Title II,
Chapter 14 of the By-laws of the SGA, and shallsdor the term of one (1) Session of the
Senate.

Section 2 Upon election or appointment to the Associate Spesdhp, the Associate
Speaker shall surrender her/his Senate seat.

Section 3 The Associate Speaker, as the chief clerk andapaghtarian of the
Senate, as defined by the Constitution of the SshA|l:
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1. Vote only in the event of a tie, and only ifes/éhall have had the chair when the vote
shall have been taken.

2. Record the minutes of all Senate meetings.

A. The minutes of all Senate meetings shall be naaddable to the entire membership
of the Senate at the next consecutive Senate rgeetin

Laws has been invoked, or otherwise specified byGQbanstitution and the By-Laws of the
Student Government Association.

Section 5 No ex-officio member shall participatediebate unless yielded the floor by a
member of the Senate.
1. On motions sponsored by the Presjdee President will act in capacity of a
member of the Senate during debate.

Section 6 No ex-officio member or member of the Senate, ugmognition during debate,
shall speak for more than eight (8) minutes.

Section 7 No person shall use the Rules of the Senatedtuath the conduct of the Senate's
business.

Chapter 18
Role of the Speaker

Section 1 All persons shall address all Motions, Points, eachments to the Speaker of the
Senate.

Section 2 The Speaker shall be empowered during the corafube Senate's business in a
scheduled meeting to:
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1. Judge the validity and order of all motions @odhts.

2. Rule dilatory, all motions and points which hier/his judgment are introduced to obstruct
the conduct of the Senate's business.

3. Call the Senate into recess for a non-renewadalied of time which shall not exceed sixty
(60) minutes.

4. Expel, with stated cause, any person from theateechambers for the duration of a Senate
meeting.

5. In the absence of the Associate Speaker, yheldhair to any Senator.

Impeachment and Recall

member, by filing written charges with the Rulesdagk&thics Sub-Committee of the

Administrative Affairs Committee.

Section 2 Upon the receipt of written charges, and withinrtthi(30) calendar days, the
Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall investigate dharges in a manner prescribed by a
majority vote of its membership in attendance stfzeduled meeting.

Section 3  Within fourteen (14) calendar days of its invedtigia, the Rules and Ethics Sub-
Committee shall vote on whether Impeachment prangedhall be brought before the Senate.

Section 4 If the Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall havieed/do bring Impeachment
proceedings before the Senate, the Chair shall subrthe subject SGA Officer written notice
of the charges no less than seventy-two (72) hpuos to the Senate meeting at which the
Impeachment proceedings shall be considered.

Section 5 If the Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee shall neehacted on the charges within

fourteen calendar days of their investigation, rtteter may be brought before the Senate upon a
two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate membershipteraance at a scheduled meeting.
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Section 6 If Impeachment proceedings shall have been brobglftre the Senate, the
charges shall be announced, the Rules and EthiesC8mmittee report on the matter shall be
entered into the minutes, and the subject SGA &ffshall be afforded an opportunity to address
the Senate for twenty (20) minutes which shallbetnfringed by any person.

Section 7 If, upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its membegslm attendance at a scheduled
meeting, the Senate shall have voted to impeachstifigect SGA Officer, then, upon the
announcement of the vote by the chair, the Impeaahishall be complete, and the Senate shall
submit to the Student Judiciary, unless otherwise/iged for by the By-laws of the SGA, a
Petition for a Ruling as to whether the subject Sgifcer shall be recalled.

Section 4 No organization shall be allowed to present to Benate unless they have
submitted to the Speaker of the Senate, twenty{&4y hours in advance of the budget meeting,
an Appeal of Appropriations and have requestedhaiig with the Ways and Means Committee.
Section 5 An Appeal of Appropriations shall include the @ling:

1. The name(s) of the persons appealing the Way$/kans budget recommendation.

2. The organization they are representing.
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3. The office they hold within the organization.
4. The reason for appeal.

5. Whether they have had a hearing with the WagshM@ans Committee and the result of
that hearing.

Section 6 The appeal of appropriation shall specifically stétat it is an appeal to the
Senate and not the Ways and Means Committee andrfamization may not appeal to the
Senate unless it has previously requested a heaiihghe Ways and Means Committee.

Section 7 The Speaker of the Senate shall give to all omgdioins that have applied for
funding (through mailboxes in the Student Acti\sti@enter), and at least six (6) days prior to the
budget meeting, the Ways and Means recommendatitbia @opy of an Appeal of appropriation
with the deadline.

Section 8 Appeals of Appropriation shall also be made aldd at the Student Government
and Student Activities Center offices at leasti®) (@ays prior to the budget meeting.

Section 9 If the budget shall fail upon its initial vote iball be broken into organizations.
Upon receiving a negative vote on the organizatibe,organization’s account will be broken
down by line item.

Section 10 Any organization shall be allowed to present orirthadget if the initial Ways
and Means recommendation shall have failed beferé&enate.

Section 11  Subsidiary motions to amend, amend an amendmedhtheaamendment, recess
(no greater than 15 minutes) and recognize a nanbreeshall be in order if the original Ways
and Means budget shall have been failed.

Chapter 35
Training for Senators

Section 1 Each Senator shall attend a Grassroots Organiziegk@énd training, which shall
be coordinated by the Speaker of the Senate. fidigrtg shall occur no more than two weeks
after the first Senate meeting of the fall.

Section 2 This training will be mandatory for the Speakersésiate Speaker and for all

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TITLE Il

Executive
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Chapter 1
Authority

Section 1 In addition to the power vested in the Presiderder Article VI of the
Constitution of the SGA, the President shall bae@svith the additional powers prescribed
herein:

1. To authorize or establish whatever formal tibifices, departments, external
Committees, divisions of labor, chains of commasrdany other necessary structural
bureaucracy s/he may, in her/his discretion, degonagriate for the efficient operation
of the Executive Branch.

3. To dismiss or remove from office, any membethef Executive Cabinet or the Executive
Branch, whose dismissal or removal from officeas etherwise provided for by the
Constitution or the By-laws of the SGA. The Prestds further empowered to delegate
this power to members of the Cabinet.

Section 2 The President shall create no formal title, @icdepartments, external
Committees, divisions of labor, chains of commanrdany other structural bureaucracy which is
superior in rank to the Executive Cabinet.

Chapter 2
Community Meetings

Section 1 The President shall be required to establish astiledule of all “Back to the
People” community meetings, with dates, times dadgs, for the current semester at the first
Senate meeting of every semester. The “Back t@é#uple” community meetings shall be held
no more than twice a semester and no more thandurg®y a thirty day period, to be held at
each Senators respective Dining Common area,tbeicase of commuter Senators, at the
Campus Center Concourse, at the Campus Center @@egtdhe Student Union or other
designated areas.

Section 2 The President, or one of the Executive Cabinet oezs) shall be responsible for
attending each “Back to the People” community nmegti
Chapter 3

The Executive Cabinet

Section 1 The President shall appoint, in a manner presciiyeitie Constitution of the
SGA, and the By-laws of the SGA, the Executive @abiherein denoted the Cabinet.

Section 5 If the vacancy shall have occurred on or after Mdrcthe President shall submit
to the Senate one (1) named representative faCalhenet post vacated at her/his discretion, and
the Senate shall act accordingly.

The Student Judiciary

Section 1 The authority of the Student Judiciary shall bsted in seven (7) Justices,
appointed and confirmed in a manner prescribedmigld VI, Section 5, Sub-section D, of the
Constitution of the SGA, and the By-laws of the SGA

Chapter 2
Authority of the Student Judiciary

Section 1 In addition to the power vested in the Studentclady under Article VII, Section
4, of the Constitution of the SGA, the Student diadly shall be vested with the powers
prescribed herein:

1. Mandamus Here defined as the power to order any agerttetixecutive or Legislative
Branches of the SGA, or of any agency directly esged with the SGA, or of any
candidate for SGA office, to perform a task whichthe Student Judiciary's judgment, is
mandated by the Constitution of the SGA, the Bydakthe SGA or Acts of the SGA.

2. Injunction- Here defined as the power to order any agertietixecutive or Legislative
Branches of the SGA, or of any agency directly esged with the SGA, or of any
candidate for SGA office, to cease a practice whiclhe Student Judiciary's judgment,
is in violation of the Constitution of the SGA, tBg-laws of the SGA or Acts of the
SGA.

Section 2 "Contempt" shall be defined here as the faildrany agent of the Executive or
Legislative Branches of the SGA, or of any agenogatly associated with the SGA, or of any
candidate for SGA office, to comply with the ordefshe Student Judiciary. The Student
Judiciary is further empowered to order the Attgr@eneral to file formal charges against said
agent with the Dean of Students.

Chapter 3
Student Judiciary Appointment

Section 1 If a vacancy shall occur in a Student Judiciargtpthe President shall, within
thirty (30) calendar days of said vacancy, subfjitn@med representative for the Student
Judiciary post vacated.

Section 2 If the President shall have failed to submit to $®mate one (1) named
representative for the Student Judiciary post \etaitithin thirty (30) calendar days of the

6. Commuters, here defined as the living area sxaof those above
7. North Residential Living Area
Section 3  There shall be a “Commuter Area Government” whiadllssncompass all
Undergraduate Students not living in areas providegkection 2.
Chapter 2
Recognition
Section 1 To be recognized as an Area Government, a resadl@an¢éa shall submit to the
Associate Speaker of the Senate a time-stampedgedpCharter that shall provide for at least
the following:

1. Four Officers defined herein:

a. Governor— Here defined as the chief presiding officernaf Area Government. The
Governor shall have Signature Authority.

b. Lieutenant Governor— Here defined as the deputy chief presiding treaASovernment, and
as the liaison to House Councils.

c. Secretary— Here defined as the chief clerk and maintairfigreomanent records of the Area
Government.
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d. Treasurer — Here defined as the chief financial officer of threa Government. The
Treasurer shall have Signature Authority.

3. Impeachment and recall of Officers

4. Appointment of Elections Commissioners
5. A Charter amendment process

6. Appointment of Area Government representatiotinégoResidential Committee
a. This applies to on-campus Area Governments only

7. Appointment of Area Government representatiothéArea Government Council
8. Appointment to the Residential Appeals Board

a. This applies to on-campus Area Governments only
9. Appointments to any other applicable boards@ncimmittees necessary.

Section 2  The Senate, upon a two-thirds vote of its membprshattendance at a scheduled
meeting, shall grant recognition to an Area GoventhCharter.

Section 3 Upon recognition, Area Governments shall enjoyrtbts and privileges granted
to an Area Government by the Constitution of theASthe By-Laws of the SGA, or Acts of the
SGA.

Section 4 If the Senate shall not have acted to recognizeobrecognize the proposed
Charter of an Area Government within three (3) eansive Senate meetings upon receipt of the
said Charter, the Senate shall surrender its retmgmight and the Area Government Charter
shall be recognized.

Section5  The Senate, upon a two-thirds vote of its membprshattendance at a scheduled
meeting, shall review and determine any changesssecy to all Area Government Charters
every two (2) years. The charter is to be retutndtie said Area Government, which will have
two (2) consecutive Senate meetings upon retusaidf Charter to the Associate Speaker of the
Senate. The Senate shall be empowered to renaot ognew the proposed charter of said Area
Government.

Chapter 3
Officers

Section 1 The authority of the Area Government shall be \egtehe officers.
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Section 2 Officers shall be elected by the constituents eirthespective Area Government
in a manner prescribed by Title VIII of the By-Lawkthe SGA, and shall be full-time
undergraduate students enrolled at the Univer$itjassachusetts.

Section 3 Officers shall be residents of the Living Area ihiah they shall have been
elected.

Section 4 If an Officer shall have been dislocated from hes/hiving Area s/he shall
surrender his/her Office.

Section 5 Area Governors, or their designees, shall be egioffnembers of the Senate.

Section 6 Area Government Officers may hold other electedppointed positions,
provided same office is below the rank of ExecutBabinet, Senator, or Student Judiciary
member except House Council Officer, which an ABeavernment Officer is prohibited from
holding.

Section 7 Residential Assistants (RA) may hold the positib@®a Government Officer at
the discretion of the specific Area Government @rarResidence Life may deny these
positions as per the RA Position Description.

Section 8 Officer shall, upon taking office, be administetid following affirmation by the
SGA Chief Justice:

“I do affirm to faithfully execute the office of &a Government Officer and support the
Constitution and By-Laws of the Student Governn#sgociation.”

Chapter 4
Powers

Section1l  The Area Governments shall be empowered to makerglerecommendations
regarding matters relevant to the educationaltipalj and social well being of the SGA
membership residing in their respective Living Arezaid recommendations shall be in
accordance with Trustee Document T73-098, as andende

Section 2  The Area Government shall be empowered to withdheiv support for any
University Policy, official, or board, which, inéhjudgment of the Area Government, shall be
detrimental to the educational, political, or sberall being of the SGA members residing in the
Area.

Chapter 5
Prohibitions

Section 1 No Area Government shall violate the integrity loé residence halls, or the
integrity of the student residence hall rooms, ef;néd by the University.

Section 2 Area Governments shall not fund organizations og@ms, or perform activities,
which are properly the responsibility of the Unsigy.

Section 3 Area Governments shall not allocate funding to @inhe following:

1. Organizations or programs whose primary functiare not directly beneficial to their
respective residential area.

2. Organizations or programs, which are not prilpanitiated, organized, funded, or managed
by SGA members.

Chapter 6
Rights and Privileges

Section 1 Area Governments shall have the following rightd pnvileges:

1. Recognition by the University as a subsidiary af the SGA.

2. Access to the use of campus facilities.

3. Ability to receive space and equipment.

4. Financial accounts from the Student Activitiener.

5. Assistance from the Student Activities Centethmway of mail service, program
development, financial accounts, and budgeting srippt shall be understood that due to the
nature of the Area Governments and their residelotations, that Residence Life shall also be
a forum of program development and mail serviceofoicampus Area Governments.

6. On-campus Area Governments have the privilegeitidting programming ideas and
planning with their Residence Life Advisor befomntacting The Student Activities Center,
again due to the residential nature of on-campeaAovernments.

7. Access to Resource Center computers, equip@edtadvising service.

Chapter 7
Responsibilities

Section 1 Area Governments shall have the following respualises:

1. Appointment of Elections Commissioners in aceoa with Title VIII.

2. To forward bi-monthly, all minutes and documestiserwise deemed as public records to the
Secretary of Administrative Affairs, to facilitagetions described in Title 1l, Chapter 11,

Section 1, Line 1.
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3. To administer programs and expenditures in ataare to guidelines set forth by the Student
Activities Center, except in cases where Resideifeas affected by programs. In this
case, the Area Government shall notify Studentviits Center of appropriate planning
being conducted through Residence Life.
4. To appoint necessary members to the Resid€diadmittee and Residential Appeals Board.
5. To administer House Council elections in accocgawith guidelines set forth in Title V.

8. To facilitate, in collaboration with the Secmgtaf Administrative Affairs and necessary
Housing Officials, the training of House CouncifiCers.

9. To provide adequate representation at all Coatulig Council meetings in accordance with
Title 1, Chapter 8, Section 3.

10. To provide support service to House Councih@way of advocacy, including but not
limited to, the use of copiers, liaison to Stud&dativities Center and the Student Government
Association.

Chapter 8
Area Government Council

Section 1 There shall be an Area Government Council, hesteimoted the AGC, which
shall have the following charges:

1. To increase cooperation and communication betweea Governments.
2. To increase cooperation between SGA and the Gmernments.

3. To fill appointed positions which representfaiéa Governments, not otherwise accounted for
in the Constitution or By-Laws.

4. To co-facilitate the training and developmenfcga Officers and House Councils.

5. To provide a forum to address any other issugshnare of concern to Area Governments.

6. To approve House Councils as outlined in thedédDouncil Charter.

7. To be allowed to co-sponsor legislation withem&or for the Student Senate regarding any
matters directly affecting Area Governments, atgiring to residential matters, within the

jurisdiction of.
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Section 2 Membership of the AGC shall consist of the follogin

1. All elected officers from all the Area Governrnteshall be ex-officio members. Governors,
or their designees, shall be voting members oABE.

2. The Secretary of Administrative Affairs or desg, who shall serve as ex-officio and co-
chair.

3. The Chair of the Administrative Affairs Commtter his/her designee, who shall serve as ex-
officio and co-chair.

4. Two Senators appointed by the Speaker of that8evho shall serve as voting members.

5. The Director of Housing Services or his/her giese, who shall serve as an ex-officio
member.

6. The Student Development Specialist or his/hsigihee, who shall serve as an ex-officio
member.

7. The area Directors, or their designee(s), wlatl serve as ex-officio members

Section 3  The AGC shall meet on a regular basis no lessdhae per month. The first
meeting shall be at the discretion of the SecretéAdministrative Affairs who shall give the
Area Governments at least one weeks notice and®@¢e shall determine its schedule at said
meeting.

Section 4 Quorum of the AGC shall be defined as one Senatwi~ave out of the six Area
Government representatives.

Section5  The AGC shall have no independent authority or peveacept those listed in
Section 1.

Chapter 9
House Councils

Section1l A House Council shall be defined as a student sgmtative body, charged with
the administration of programming, advocacy, anchrmoinity development for a residence hall
or cluster.

Chapter 10
Recognition

Section 1 A House Council shall not be eligible for recognmituntil the Area Government
has completed elections for the House Councillferupcoming term, and the elections shall
have been approved and validated through the poogsn Title V, Chapter 16, of the SGA By-
Laws.
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Section 2 To be recognized, a House Council must providena-stamped House Council
Agreement Form, as provided in Title V, Chapteiotthe SGA By-Laws, to the Secretary of
Administrative Affairs.

Section 3 An approval by the Secretary of Administrative Af§aof the House Council
Agreement Form, as prescribed in Title V, Chap&sHlall grant recognition to a House
Council.

Section 4 The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall n@ny a House Council their
recognition if all provisions for recognition hakkeen met. If the Secretary of Administrative
Affairs shall have rejected recognition of a Ho@srincil, just cause must be presented and
explain the criteria for achieving recognition.

Section 5 Upon recognition, House Councils shall enjoy tighats and privileges granted to
House Councils by the Constitution of the SGA, ByeLaws of the SGA, or Acts of the SGA.

Chapter 11
Powers and Prohibitions

Section1l  The House Council shall derive its power from thgulations and guidelines set
forth from the Constitution and By-Laws of the Stad Government Association.

Section 2 The House Council shall be empowered to make geresrammendations
regarding matters relevant to the educationaltipalj and social well being of the SGA
membership residing in their respective resideialding(s). Said recommendations shall be
in accordance with Trustee Document TO73-098, anded.

Section 3  The House Council shall be empowered to withdraawr tsupport for any
University Policy, official, or board, which, ineéhjudgment of the House Council, shall be
detrimental to the educational, political, or sberall being of the SGA membership in their
residential building(s).

Section 4  All powers in the House Council shall be vestethm officers.
Section 5 Resident Assistants may not hold position of Hobsancil Officer.

Section 6 House Councils shall adhere to the University pediconcerning health and
safety in the residence halls.

Section 7 House Councils shall not provide fund organizationprograms, or perform
activities, which are properly the responsibilifytloe University.

Section 8 House Councils shall not allocate funding to orz@tions or programs that are
not directly beneficial to their respective resideimall(s) or to organizations or programs that
are not primarily initiated, organized, funded honaged by SGA members.
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Section 9 House Councils in violation of Title V shall be gedt to having their status
frozen by the Secretary of Administrative Affaiviom shall be the sole entity able to freeze
House Councils. In each case, the Secretary ofididtrative Affairs shall follow guidelines set
forth in Title V Chapter 17 Section 1.

Section 10 The following shall be direct House Council viotats subject to 24-hour notice
account freezing as stated in Title V Chapter 1atiSe 2:

1. If a House Council fails to properly fill vacgmbsitions according to the House Council
Charter.

2. If a House Council allocates funding without gua at a scheduled meeting.

3. If a House Council fails to attend three unercusieetings of the House Council Forum.
4. If a House Council fails to attend three unercusieetings of their respective Area
Government. In such a case, the Area Governmatitfshward notice of missed meetings to
the Secretary of Administrative Affairs along withnutes of all missed meetings showing
everyone who attended the respective meetings.

Section 11 A House Council may have their accounts frozenddijtipn from the Area
Government to the Secretary of Administrative Aailn such case, an Area Government must
forward a request to the Secretary of Administethffairs stating the nature of their request,
violations of the House Council meriting accourgs frozen, and a procedure for the re-
activation of the respective House Council. Ther&@ry of Administrative Affairs shall retain
the right to render the final decision.

Chapter 12
Rights and Privileges

Section 1 House Councils shall have the following rights @nidileges:
1. Access to the use of all residence hall faesitinh which their House Council resides.

2. Ability to reserve space and equipment in reméehalls in which their House Council
resides.

3. Assistance from Residence Life by means of s&wice, financial accounting, and
community development.

4. Access to the RSO Resource Room computers,raguip and advising services.

5. Assistance from the Secretary of Administraféfairs and the Area Government Council in
the way of program development, leadership trginamd organizational development.
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Chapter 13
House Council Agreement Forms

Section 1 House Councils shall commit to the provisions itleTV, Chapter 14, as their
official Charter. Title V, Chapter 14 shall sea®the strict rules and guidelines for all House
Councils to abide by.

Section 2 Upon the start of a new House Council term, thec@fs of the House Council
shall sign a form provided from the Secretary ohAaistrative Affairs that affirms the
following:

“We, the undersigned officers of the (House Coyrtnl hereby commit to the provisions set
forth in Title V, Chapters 9 through 15 and Chayitéy of the SGA By-Laws of the
Constitution of the Student Government Associatigve affirm to faithfully execute the
position of House Council Officer and support tren€titution and By-Laws of the
Student Government Association and the CharteBgndaws of our respective Area
Government.”

Section 3 The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall prdeithis document on the SGA
Web Site or other means of Internet access widmrdays of the approval of a House Council
election.
Section 4 House Councils shall not be active until Agreenteasrims have been submitted to
the Secretary of Administrative Affairs and apprdve

Chapter 14

The House Council Forum

Section 1 There shall be a board, herein called the House&lbleorum, or HCF, which
shall have the following charges:

1. To increase cooperation and communication betwee SGA and all House Councils.

2. To provide a forum for expression of concerrnthinithe SGA and Residence Life and to
provide a means for working out said concerns anblpms.

3. To facilitate in training of officers if requide

4. To make general recommendations to the Secretakgiministrative Affairs to changes
in Title V, Chapter 14 of the SGA By-Laws.

Section 2 Membership of the HCF shall consist of the follogzin
1. One officer from the House Council Executive Bhas defined by the House Council

Charter.
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2. The Secretary of Administrative Affairs, or thdesignee, who shall serve as moderator
and ex-officio officer.

3. The SGA President shall be an ex-officio officer

4. All Area Government officers and House Counfficers, elected or appointed, shall
serve as ex-officio.

5. The Student Development Specialist or theirgie=s shall serve as ex-officio.

Section 3 The HCF shall meet at the discretion of the SeryetBAdministrative Affairs,
but no less than once every other month, with eadigen to all parties involved no less than
one week in advance. If notice of less than onekw® given, a House Council is exempt from
requiring an appointment to said meeting.

Section 4  The HCF shall have no independent authority antl seeve as an engine for
communication and direction within the SGA.

Chapter 16
House Council Elections

Section 1 Area Governments shall have complete responsilaifity jurisdiction in the
administration of House Council Elections. Theglshbide by the provisions set forth in this
Chapter. Area Governments shall conduct the electuring the month of May, no later than 4
academic days before the start of the Universitgdiey Period, or if the Area Government
elects to hold elections in the fall, elections trhes conducted on or before the third Tuesday
after classes have started in the fall semesthbis shall supercede any elections rule outlined in
an Area Government Charter.

Section 2 If there is no Area Government established whénnecessary to hold House
Council elections, the Secretary of Administrathéairs may contact the SGA Chancellor of
Elections to hold a Special Election. At such appdhe Area Government has lost it’s right to
hold House Council elections for that term.

Section 3 An Area Government shall hold elections for a HoGseincil that shall represent
the residence hall or cluster that it resides aselol on what portion of the cluster the House
Council represented the previous year. If an ABeaernment wishes to have a House Council
represent a different proportion of the clustenthaised to for the following year, it shall seek
the approval or disapproval of the affected Housarils and the Residence Life Advisor and
forward it to the Secretary of Administrative Affaj whom shall have the final decision in the
merging or separating of a House Council. Mergingplitting House Councils cannot be done
while House Councils are not in session. Individd@use Councils may represent at most one
entire cluster.
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Section 4  An Area Government shall only hold elections fa fositions of House Council
Officers outlined in Article VI of the House Couh€lharter. If a House Council wishes to have
additional officers for election, it must presem request to the Area Government prior to the
release of House Council nomination forms, as éstedd in Article VI of the House Council
Charter. The Area Government must abide by theastgpf the House Council in this matter.

Section 5 Area Governments shall have the following respalisds in the administration
of House Council elections:

1. The production, dissemination, and collectiomaination forms.

2. Proper advertisement of elections, includingdiséribution of flyers to Cluster Offices at
least 2 weeks prior to the date of the election.

3. Nomination forms shall provide the following:

A. The printed name, address, student identibcatiumber, phone number, and
signature of the nominee attesting that s/hd bhak accepted the nomination.

B. SGA members may take out nomination paperth®office of house council and
obtain twenty-five (25) signatures from theidests of their respective residential
buildings.

C. The date and time nominations shall be closed.

4. The Area Government shall review all nominafimmms and determine the validity thereof.
5. The production of ballots for the election.

6. The operation of voting tables.

7. The counting of ballots.

8. Access to Residence Life involvement in thet&es in the following manners:

A. Assistance in setting up locations for elecsion

B. Assistance from Residence Assistants or Comipleaders in manning election
tables.

C .Advertising of elections
D. Obtaining alpha rosters.
9. Submission to the Secretary of Administrativéaig an elections report that shall include,

but not be limited to the following:
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A. The date(s) and time(s) of the nomination psscnd the election.
B. All alpha rosters used in the election crossckled with a highlighter.
C. A tabulation of the results of all elections.

D. Any discrepancies regarding false ballots, r¢igancies between the number of ballots
and alpha rosters, and any irregularitieslections results or administration.

Section 6  The Area Government shall be empowered and reqtorectate an elections
committee, which shall aid the Area Governmenha facilitation of house council elections.
The Area Government shall include the names ofegppintments to the Secretary of
Administrative Affairs two (2) days prior to theeetion. These individuals shall be appointed
by the Area Governor, and shall assist the AreaeBowent in all aspects of the house council
elections. Said appointments must be undergradtiadents enrolled at the University and may
not be a candidate in either the race or a campaggker of any candidate. Each voting station
must be manned by at least one elections comnvitbeker.

Section 7 Area Governors may initiate any referenda on theteln ballots.

Section 8 The Area Government shall deliver an elections rejeathe Secretary of
Administrative Affairs in no more than three (3)ecadar days after said election.

Section 9  The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall hasgven (7) calendar days to
review and determine the validity of said housencdielections. The Secretary of
Administrative Affairs shall deliver his/her de@sito said Area Government, who shall be
empowered to post elections results in each resebuilding in his/her residential area. The
Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall presemstjcause for denying House Council elections.

Section 10  Upon recognition, the Area Government shall poghiwtwo (2) days, the
results of the election in each representativelegsie building in said residential area.

Section 11  If the Secretary of Administrative Affairs shallleacted to deny said House
council elections, the Area Government shall beiired to facilitate a second house council
election. The Area Government shall retain thitrig determine the time and place of said
elections, with the exception of the date thattedes must be conducted by, which shall be an
automatic extension to September 30.

Section 12 The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall prdgithe Senate or Coordinating
Council with an elections report no less than dnenMeek after said house council elections.
The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall ajg@vide, upon request, a written election
report to any SGA member or Housing Official.
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Section 13 A person may appeal the decision(s) of the Segrefahdministrative Affairs or
said Area Government by filing a petition for aimglwith the Associate Chief Justice of the
Student Judiciary. In such case, the Area Govenhimeenot required to host new elections until
the ruling has been determined by the Judiciary.

Chapter 17
Constituent Communication

Section 1 For the purposes of this Chapter, “primary officehall mean Governor, Lt.
Governor, Treasurer, and Secretary when referandyéa Governments, and shall mean
President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretaey referring to House Councils.

Section 2 The President of the SGA, at the beginning chesemester, shall present the
schedule of the semester’s “Back to the People’timgeto each Area Governor and shall
inform the Area Governors of their duties underghbsequent sections of this Chapter.

Section 3 Each Area Governor shall arrange, consisterit thi¢ Charter of their respective
Area Government, to have one (1) primary officethaf Area Government attend each “Back to
the People” meeting scheduled at their respectinen® Commons.

Section 7 For the purposes of Section 3, the Commuter &aeernment shall construe
“respective Dining Commons” to mean Campus Cergerdent Union, or other designated
areas. For the purposes of Section 3, the SouthweatGovernment shall construe “respective
Dining Commons” to indicate both the Berkshire émel Hampshire Dining Commons.

Chapter 18
Violations of Title V

Section 1 If any House Council shall have failed to meet meuents outlined in Chapter
15, it shall result in action taken by the SecretdrAdministrative Affairs. The Secretary of
Administrative Affairs shall conduct his/her owrvestigation into the matter, and with due
regard to the nature of the violation, shall rerfusfher decision to freeze or not freeze said
house council. The Secretary of Administrativeadt shall provide a written warning that
includes the nature of the violation and recommé&ada to said house council and the chair of
the Administrative Affairs Committee, seven (7) slgyior to freezing said house council.

Section 2 If a House Council fails to meet guidelines outlelicit rules for having
accounts frozen, the Secretary of Administrativea#$ shall retain the right to freeze the House
Council with 24 hours warning to the House Coun&uch guidelines are stated in Title V
Chapter 11 Section 10.

The Secretary of Administrative Affairs shall ragetaccounts after making contact with the
House Council to discuss reasons for being fronelnpaovisions for reactivation. The Secretary
of Administrative Affairs shall reactive the HouSeuncil when it feels it has met the provisions
established for reactivation. A House Council mpgeal the decision of the Secretary of
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Administrative Affairs to the Area Government Coilinwhich shall have the authority to
reinstate a House Council by an 80 percent votg @t/a scheduled meeting.

Section 3 If an Area Government or House Council, or anycedffiof the SGA shall have
failed to meet the provisions set forth in Titledhy SGA member may perform the following:

A. Issue a complaint with the Attorney Generalpvahall act in a manner
prescribed in Title Ill, Chapter 10, section heli4.

B. Issue a complaint with the Secretary of Adntnaigve Affairs, or the Chair of
the Administrative Affairs Committee, wherever eggriate within the
jurisdiction of Title V.

C. File a petition for a ruling with the Associdtief Justice of the Student
Judiciary in a manner prescribed in Title 1V, Clead 1.

Section 4 The Student Judiciary shall retain the right tcesigate, veto, or overturn any

decision by the Secretary of Administrative Affainsa manner prescribed in Title 1V, Chapter
2, Sections 1 and 2, and Chapter 11.
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TITLE VI

Financial
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Chapter 1
Authority

Section 1 Trustee Document T73-098, as amended, Univepsitigy, and Title VI of the
By-laws of the SGA, shall govern the financial saations of all Registered Student
Organizations, herein denoted RSOs, as well asfitlaacial transactions of any person(s),
agency or organization funded in whole or in parttiie Student Activities Trust Fund, herein
denoted the SATF.

Section 2 The SGA shall work cooperatively with the Center Student Development
toward the effective implementation of Title VI thie By-laws of the SGA.

Section 3 All appropriations and disbursements by the SGAllsbe in accordance with
Title VI of the By-laws of the SGA and duly estaled University financial and operational
policies and Campus procedures.

Chapter 2
RSO Definition

Section 1 For the purpose of Title VI of the By-laws of t8&A, unless otherwise specified,
the term "RSO" shall refer to all groups havingaanount within the SATF system.

Chapter 3
RSO Responsibilities and Financial Solvency

Section 1 All RSOs shall maintain a state of financial soiey.
Section 2 RSOs shall maintain permanent financial records.

Section 3 No financial officer of an RSO shall knowingly &atize payments for which
there are insufficient monies.

Section 4 The SGA shall guarantee the payment of all dedgally incurred by an RSO.

Chapter 4
Fiscal Year End Balance

Section 1 At the end of each fiscal year, RSOs which res@i\SATF Fee based
appropriations shall return unexpended appropnatim the SATF, which shall be utilized to
augment revenue in the next fiscal year.

Chapter 5
Procurement of Revenue - Student Activities Fee

Section 1 The SGA shall procure revenue primarily through S8tudent Activities
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Fee levied upon SGA members by the Senate. A remowmed increase in the Student
Activities Fee of over 7.5% shall require a twordisi (2/3) vote of the Senate membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting, and an affirenatite of the SGA membership through an
Action Referendum.

Section 2 The Student Activities Fee shall be collected esshester by the
University and placed in a SATF Clearing Account.

Chapter 6
Procurement of Revenue - RSOs

Section 1 RSO’s, in a manner consistent with Title VI of Bw-laws of the SGA,
University Policy, and State and Federal Law, mayagate revenue.

Section 2 All RSO-generated revenue shall be depositedarRiBO's Revenue Account.

Chapter 7
Procurement of Revenue - Supplemental

Section 1 Revenue generated from re-payments of loans,restteaccumulated on
certificates of deposit, and full-costing re-chargas defined by University policy, shall
supplement the Student Activities Fee and shallinoerporated into the Annual SGA S-1
Budget Act as such.

Chapter 8
Appropriation of Revenue - The Annual SGA S-1 Budge

Section 1 The Senate shall, through the Annual SGA S-1 Budgt, provide that at least
each of the persons holding the elected or appmbimtifices prescribed herein, receive a
pecuniary benefit for their service:

1. The President

2. The Speaker

3. The Chief Justice

4. The Executive Cabinet

5. The Associate Speaker

6. The Associate Chief Justice

7. The Chancellor of Elections

8. The Chair - Senate Ways and Means Committee
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9. The Deputy Attorney General

Section 2 The Senate shall, through the Annual SGA S-1 Budgét provide funds for at
least each of the line items prescribed herein:

1. Long Term Reserves

A. These funds shall be carried forward from yearear in a contingency reserve
account to ensure the fiscal stability of the SABRd shall only be accessed in
extraordinary circumstances.

B. Long Term Reserves shall be allocated upon frinavote of the Ways and
Means Committee membership in attendance at a sigtetheeting.

2. Short Term Reserves

A. These funds shall be budgeted in a stabilimat@@count to cover unforeseen
financial obligations of the SGA which may normadlgcur in the course of a fiscal
year and which cannot be met in any other manner.

B. Short Term Reserves shall be allocated uponaprity vote of the Ways and
Means Committee membership in attendance at a sigtecheeting.

3. Short Term RSO Reserves - (Finance Reserves)

A. Appropriations from Finance Reserves shall la&lenin the form of either grants or
loans by the Finance Committee of the Senate WagisMeans Committees, in a
manner prescribed by Title VI, Chapter 11 of thel8ys of the SGA, and shall be
appropriated for additional needs which cannot éasonably met through the
budget process.

4. ALANA Caucus Reserves

A. The reserves of the ALANA Caucus shall be usedsupplement programming
which may normally occur in the course of a fisgahr, and which cannot be
supplemented in any other manner.

B. Appropriations of more than $750.00 frora thLANA Caucus Reserves shall
require a majority vote of the Senate membprshattendance at a scheduled
meeting.

C. The ALANA Caucus, upon a majority vote at aeshiled meeting, shall have the
authority to make appropriations from the ALANA Casg Reserves which are
within the sound and constitutional practices, arel$750.00 or less. The ALANA
Caucus shall formally submit a list of all allocats, along with the meeting
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minutes associated with those allocations, duttiegsemester to the SGA Secretary
of Finance due on the last day of the respectiugeseer.

5. Spring Event Fund

A. Appropriations from the Spring Event Fund shmdlmade for Spring Events which
are for the greater benefit of the SGA membership.

B. The Spring Event Fund shall be apportioned & ttanner prescribed herein and
allocated upon a majority vote of the Senate Wayd Bleans membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting:

1. Union Productions and Concerts - 40 %
2. Sylvan Area Government - 7.5%

3. Central Area Government - 5%

4. Northeast Area Government - 7.5%

5. Southwest Area Government - 15%

6. Orchard Hill Area Government - 5%

7. Greek Area Government - 5%

8. Commuter Area Government - 5%

9. Other - 10%

6. Campaign Fund

A. The Campaign Fund shall total at least $9,d22nd shall be apportioned in
the manner prescribed herein:

1. A minimum of $3000 shall be apportioned aigpersed among the
candidates for SGA office and SGA referenda cagns, upon a
majority vote of the Elections Commission menshg in attendance at
a scheduled meeting.

2. A minimum of $3650 shall be apportioned tearahe costs of the
SGA elections, including but not limited to thest of ballots, voting
machines, and advertising.

3. A minimum of $2772 shall be apportioned toarathe payroll costs of
the Chancellor of Elections, Elections Comnaissrs and Elections
assistants.
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Section 3 The Senate shall, through the Annual SGA S-1 Budget provide funds for
each of the enrollment-based line items prescrii@ezdin:

1. Sylvan Area Government - $3.00

2. Commuter Area Government - $3.00
3. Northeast Area Government - $3.00
4. Southwest Area Government - $3.00
5. Orchard Hill Area Government - $3.00
6. Central Area Government - $3.00

7. North Area Government- $3.00

Section 4 The formula for calculating the Area Governmentodmient based line items
shall be as prescribed herein:

1. The Area Government enrollment based line itenttiplied by the average number of
SGA members, as determined by the University inptlesious academic year.

Section 5 Title VI, Chapter 8, Sections 3-6 of the By-lanfshe SGA shall be amended by
a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate membershiptiendance at a scheduled meeting, and a
majority vote of the SGA membership through an éatReferendum.

Chapter 9
Appropriation of Revenue - The Senate Ways and Bl€&ommittee

Section 1 Any RSO may petition for a budget appropriatioanfr the SATF, under the
guidelines set forth by the Ways and Means Comaitte

Section 2 The Senate Ways and Means Committee, herein detlo¢e@ommittee, shall
make known its deadlines at a sufficiently earlftedéo provide petitioning RSOs with a
reasonable degree of calendar time to completellbdget appropriation request.

1. No RSO shall receive appropriations from theuah SGA S-1 Budget if that
RSO did not peti for a budget appropriation through the anruslget process.

Section 3 The Committee shall require information from thetitioning RSO which shall
include but may not be limited to the informatiaegcribed herein:

1. The petitioning RSO'’s expenses and revenudwipresent fiscal year, and the
projected expenses and revenues for the releraat the current fiscal year, as well as
the RSO'’s projected fiscal year end balance.
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2. The petitioning RSO'’s revenues and expensethéoprevious fiscal year.
3. The petitioning RSO’s projected revenues amrges for the next fiscal year.
4. The petitioning RSO’s mission statement, gaatsl objectives.

$750.00.
Section 5 Petitions for over $750.00 shall be submittethi Senate, with the Committee’s
recommendation, in the form of a Main Motion, fedight (48) hours in advance of the next

scheduled Senate meeting, and the petitioner(d)lshaotified of such.

Section 6 Petitions for appropriations from the Finance Rese shall be evaluated by
uniform criteria which shall include, but may na Imited to, those prescribed herein:

1. Community Enrichment

2. Organizational Development

3. Number of persons expected to derive benefihflee event, item or project.

4. The appropriation could not be reasonably metugh the Annual SGA S-1 Budget Act.

Section 7 Finance Reserves appropriations which shall leen denied may be appealed
to the Senate through the Committee Chair.

Section 1 No Senate Ways and Means Committee or Financentitte@e member shall take
part in a vote in which s/he shall have, as deteechiby the Committees upon the majority vote
of the Committee membership in attendance at adsdéd@ meeting, a vested interest.

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Title VII

Established Student Organizations
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Chapter 1
Definitions of an Established Student Organization

Section1  The following classifications of Established Stud@nganizations (ESOS)
shall be administered:

. “Agency” shall be defined as a co-curricular orgation operating under the guidance
and supervision of a full time staff member servstgdents as either an advocacy or
activities organization.

. “Subsidiary Governance Body’ shall be defined as eatension of the Student
Government Association charged with specific sttidevernance tasks.

. “Registered Student Organization” (RSO) shall béingd as an ESO consisting of
mostly undergraduate students with full ESO riginid responsibilities, as defined in the
By-Laws of the SGA.

. “Student Business” shall be defined as an ESO wiscestablished and operated by
undergraduate students of the University of Massseftis at Amherst. Student
Businesses shall provide goods/services to theeedtiversity community, as well as,
educational and employment opportunities to the eugdduate students of the
University.

Section 2 Membership of any kind cannot be denied on thesbafsrace, ethnicity,
gender, religion, sexual orientation, marital statdisability, age, academic status,
veteran status, unless such practices are deembd within the bounds of Federal
and/or State law.

Section3 An ESO must be governed by democratically elected-paying
undergraduate students.

Chapter 2
Freedom of Speech

Section1  All Established Student Organizations are recoghizehave freedom of
speech, which cannot be limited or restricted by afficer or body of the Student
Government Association. An ESO's political affilcat or speech is not relevant to any
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proceeding conducted by the Student Governmentdfestsan. No officer of the Student
Government Association shall use an ESO's polisgeech or affiliation as reason to
deny or limit space or funding.

Chapter 3
Rights and Privileges

Section1  All ESO's shall have the following rights and pieges:

1. Recognition by the University or Massas#tts as an officially recognized Established

Student Organization.

Access to the use, of campus facilities, bodlo@ar and outdoor.

The waiver or discount of designated fees fa& uwlse of various University facilities
services.

Ability to reserve space and equipmentampus with special rates and privileges.

. Ability to apply for a space allocation to whatevsydy is recognized by the SGA to

allocate space.

. The waiving of Massachusetts State sales tax onSchases.

. Free access to tables on the Campus Center Cordounsformational and fund raising

purposes.

. Assistance from the Student Activities Center ia tiay of mail and telephone service,

scheduling space, program development, leadershaining and organizational
development, financial accounts and budgeting sdppo

9. Legal Assistance from the Student L&mlices Office.

10. Any ESO shall be recognized to have foeedf press and shall not be penalized or

subject to penalty due to the subject matter esga@ within their medium, with the
exception of slander and intentional misrepresemtaf SGA members or organizations.



Chapter 4
Nonprofit Status

Section 1 All ESOswill be structured and operated "not for profit'taoding to University
policies and procedures, including, but not limitedthe Policy for Management of University
Funds, and the following:

1. No ESO will have as part of its official or unofat purposes, functions enabling
members of the ESO to profit financially from itstigities, either directly or indirectly
except as approved by the student employment office

2. Funds outside SATF appropriations will be apptie the purpose of the ESO.

3. All equipment purchased with SATF funding is greperty of the SGA and is subject to
all SGA, University, State, and Federal inventorygedures and audits.

2. In the event of suspension or withdrawal, all propg@urchased by the ESO shall be
placed under the direct control of Secretary obRce.

Chapter 5
Grievance Procedures

Section 1 If a grievance shall arise between ESOs, to incthdeSGA, parties shall have the
right to file a petition with the Student Judiciary

1. The decision of the Student Judiciary shallibalfunless the Judiciary suspends action
due to an upcoming appeal.

2. Failure to enact the Student Judiciary's degisioall result in automatic suspension of
ESO status until such time as the remedy is enacted

3. In the event that the Media ESO shall be petitibor petition another ESO, the Student
Judiciary shall show deference to precedence esthell by the Federal Courts and/or the
Courts of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

Chapter 6
Agencies

Section 1 An agency is a co-curricular organization formaigcognized by the Student
Government Association and established for the geewf serving the student population at the
University of Massachusetts at Amherst.
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An agency must adhere to the charter under wiiickas created, unless amended
through the procedures established in Title VII.

An agency must work to benefit all students,easl established to serve a specific
population at the University.

All agencies must adhere to the Equal OpportuRiblicy of the University of
Massachusetts at Amherst.

5. All agencies previously approved by the SGA shaltlbemed recognized under this act.

Section 4 Agencies wishing to amend their Charter shall dondbe following manner:

The proposal shall be approved internally througd &mendment procedures in the
Agency’s charter.

2. Upon receiving a positive recommendation from thgercy’s internal procedures, the
amendment shall be presented to the Administr#ffears committee of the Senate for a
recommendation.

3. Upon receiving a recommendation from the Admintstea Affairs committee, the
amendment shall be presented to the Senate ardeshate a majority vote.

Section5  Agencies will be dissolved in the following manner:

2. Upon a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the aenthe matter will be turned over to the
Rules and Ethics Sub-Committee.

4. After reviewing the report, a three-quartergl(3hajority vote of the Senate will dissolve
the Agency.

Chapter 7
Subsidiary Governance Bodies

Section 1 Charters of Subsidiary Governance Bodies shall dm®gnized in the manner
prescribed herein, unless otherwise provided fahénConstitution and By-Laws of the SGA:

Governance Body and make a recommendation.

2. Upon receiving a recommendation from the Adstmative Affairs Committee, the Senate
shall grant recognition to a Subsidiary GovernaBoely upon receiving a two-thirds
(2/3) vote.

Section 2 Subsidiary Governance Bodies shall include th@talhg in their charter:

1. The method and frequency for review of the pizgtion by the Student Government
Association.

2. The process for amending the charter of thesiliary Governance Body.

3. The specific function that the body will beaddished for, unless otherwise provided for
in the Constitution or By-Laws of the SGA.
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Section 3 Recognition of a Subsidiary Governance Body can rbeoked by the

Undergraduate Student Senate by a two-thirds (28, with the exception of Area
Governments and House Councils, and unless othepusvided for in the Constitution and By-
laws of the SGA.

Chapter 8
Registered Student Organizations

Section 1 All Registered Student Organizations (RSO) shall dssociations composed
primarily of undergraduate students at the Univgref Massachusetts at Amherst, which are
democratically directed by their members, indepehdend registered by the Student
Government Association. Each RSO shall enhancestdwal, cultural, educational, and/or
recreational experience of undergraduate studénite aJniversity of Massachusetts at Amherst.

Section 2 An organization shall not be considered independémther organizations if it
receives or enables its members to receive speuilicetary reward from another organization,
or if its primary objectives are substantially detened by another organization, except in the
following cases:

1. Recognized Fraternities and Sororities of the Unsitye of Massachusetts at Amherst; to
include Service Fraternities and Sororities.

2. As specified by an Act of the Student Senate ohnef organization holds a charter from
the Commonwealth of Massachusetts as a non-pfttocation.

Section 3 A two-thirds (2/3) majority of the members of an ®#ust be members of the
SGA. Not less than ten (10) SGA members must beeactembers of the RSO at all times.

1. For purposes of this definition, "memberstgpall refer to active members with full
voting and participation rights. Membershipsnbe voluntarily and actively entered into
by each member, and may not be automatieatigblished. This definition does not
preclude an RSO from establishing additiamtedses of membership defined in
alternative ways. In such situations, an Rt maintain not less than ten (10) SGA
members as active members of its organizatiall times, in addition to alternative
forms of member classification. Members maympowered by an RSO to act on its
behalf, within the parameters of its validagdobjectives/activities, and with the approval
of the RSO leadership.

Section 4 Officers must be full-time students, and SGA merab@art-time students, and
non-SGA members of an RSO, may not hold full offigesitions.

Section 5 To become an RSO, members of the organization cwsplete an activation
packet, which includes: an application, a chartession statement, and future goals.

An organization seeking to incorporate its own &tant of Non Discrimination
must consult with Secretary of the Registry

Outline reasonable procedure for resolving dispat@eng members within the
organization.

Contain a statement of Free Speech/Expression.

Outline clear procedures for conducting its meetiagd planning its activities.

. Outline record-keeping procedures.

. Must be adopted by a majority vote of its membarattendance at a scheduled

meeting

1. The Mission Statement shall give a brief descriptaf the purpose/function of the
proposed organization. It shall include examplethefkind of activities the organization
plans to undertake. It may state the organizatiphi®sophy. The Mission Statement
should be included on the cover of the printed temadocument.

2. The future goals and purposes should outline pt®jaed events the group is looking to

plan.

Section 6

The Secretary of the Registry will be given (14urteen days to decide if the

applicants will be recognized. The Secretary submit a letter of approval to the applicants if
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approving or a letter of denial listing the reasdois denial to the applicants along with the
activation packet.

1. RSO applications, which shall have been delnyetthe Secretary of the registry, may be
appealed to the State and Student Organizing Cdegeniby re-submitting the
application packet with the Letter of Denial, wiil{iL4) fourteen days of denial to the

Chair of said Committee.

2. The State and Student Organizing Committeé atvits next scheduled meeting allow
the applicants to present their RSOapplication. rugaeeiving positive recommendation
from the committee, a motion to recognize the omgion will be placed on the agenda of
the next scheduled Senate meeting where upon at{@ihirds majority vote, the group
will be approved to be an RSO.

3. Ifthe Secretary of the Registry neither appsonor denied the RSO within the (14) days
allotted, the Secretary waives his decision makioger, and the applicants can submit
their application (unchanged) to the Chair of thet&and Student Organizing Committee

to be approved through the process outlines i@ Mtl, Chapter 9, Section 6, Sub-
Section 2.

Section 7 RSOs shall be subject to suspension and/or withalreamthe following manner:

1. The Secretary of the Registry shall suspenddgistration of any RSO which is in
violation of any defined University or SGA policgr if the RSO fails to actively pursue
the mission and goals established in the appdiodtr registration.

Upon suspension of an RSO, all of its accounts| sigafrozen and all services
provided through the Student Activities Center kbal foregone until such time

when suspension is lifted

A. An RSO shall remain suspended until it has completh all University
regulations and those policies stated in the SGAsGwtion and by-laws. The

Secretary of the Registry shall determine compbkanc

2. The Secretary of the Registry shall witkdthe registration of any organization which
has been suspended for more than three (3) asmsesemesters, failed to reactivate
their registration within one (1) year after tteadline, or that has a documented history

of University or SGA policy violations.

A. The Secretary of the Registry shall maintaicords of all withdrawn
organizations for two (2) consecutive seterssfollowing withdrawal date.

3. Any RSO may withdraw from recognition by a nidjovote of its members at a meeting
called for the purpose, which was adequately pidgld to the members at least two
weeks in advance. For a vote calling for the witlnehl of registration, quorum for the
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RSO shall consist of two-thirds (2/3) of the mensh@, and a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of
those present shall constitute withdrawing frooogmition.

4. Withdrawn RSOs may apply for re-registrationthy same manner as a new prospective
RSO, pending that any failures of compliance ha@nlresolved.

A. A finding of compliance is determined by the Seangtof the Registry, at a
scheduled hearing with a two-thirds (2/3) majorttly its voting membership
present.

Chapter 9
Student Businesses

Section 1 A Student Business or an association which desirés registered as a
Student Business must adhere to the following reaite

1. The active membership of a Student Business sbélysconsist of members of the
Student Government Association, as defined by Mkrtid, section 1, of the SGA
Constitution.

2. Student Businesses must consist of three (3) oe B&A member at all times.

3. A Student Business must open for operations on rdiraemus basis during Fall and
Spring academic sessions.

4. The Student Businesses must act in accordancetiatlEqual Opportunity policies or
the University of Massachusetts.

5. Student Businesses must have a system of goverramcenanagement established in
writing in the Operational Manual, which is in acdance with the SGA Constitution and
by-laws.

6. Student Businesses must accept the Guidance oCémter for Student Businesses
(CSB), and any subsequent policies of the Centeftiadent Businesses.

Section 2 In order to initiate the process for starting adent Business, the association
desiring to establish the business must obtairpahication from the Secretary of Administrative
Affairs, which shall include, but not be limited ttee following:

1. The name and goals of the Student Business.

2. The current membership of the association.

3. Accompanying the application must be three (3) espif the Operations Manual, which
shall include, but not be limited to the followihg:

Section3  Any amendments to a Student Businesses Operatioasud shall be
forwarded to the Secretary of Administrative Affairin addition to the minutes of the
meeting in which the vote was held. If the amendna®es not contradict the mission or
goals of the Student Business and is in compliavitethe SGA Constitution and By-Laws,
it shall be approved by the Secretary of AdmintsteaAffairs and forwarded to the CSB
Governing Board.

1. The CSB Governing Board shall approve or disapp@\WGOM amendment by a
majority vote. The decision and the minutes ofrtieeting shall be forwarded to the
Student Business, Secretary of Administrative A#aiand the Campus Activities
Office.
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Section 4 A Student Business shall have these additionaitRignd Privileges:

2. Access to the CSB computers, office equipment aonéegsional advice; within the
guidelines established by the CSB.

3. Accounts into which all Student business funds rbestieposited.

4. Ability to apply for business space in any on camymsidential area through Housing
Services.
Chapter 10
Campus Center/Student Union Space Allocation

Section 1 The Student Government Association shall haveaaity in allocating all
student space in the Campus Center/Student UniGiS(@) Complex. All ESOS, as defined
in Title VIl of the SGA By-Laws, and all GraduateuSent Organizations shall abide by this
Chapter when seeking space in the CC/SU Compléns Ghapter shall supersede any
previous document or process that assigned spdbhe @C/SU Complex.

Section 2 All ESOs and Graduate Student Organizations sleadiligible to apply for
student space in the CC/SU Complex, and shall beedkas "groups" for this Chapter.

Section 3Groups shall be ranked for priority and prefereincgpace allocation. Ranking
shall be determined based on a point system, asedeh Title VII, Chapter 10, Section 8 of
the SGA By-Laws.

Section 4Agencies and Student Businesses of the SGA shiatieed to re-apply for their
current space allocation unless motioned by Thdestuand Academic Affairs Organizing
Committee or the Senate as follows:

A. The Student and Academic Affairs Organizing Cattee may mandate an
Agency or a Student business to reapply for a spboeation, upon a
majority vote no more than every two (2) years.

B. The Senate can mandate an Agency or a Studemnds to re-apply for a space
allocation upon a two-thirds (2/3) majority voteroémbership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting during any year.

C. The Student and Academic Affairs Organizing Cattea or Senate mandates an
Agency or a Student Business re-apply for a spbmeagion, it must
occur prior to November | for allocations for tledldwing year.

Section 5 The application process shall be as follows:

. Applications shall ask for the following infoation: the group's name,;

the point system; same room requests, if applicalfice-mate requests,
if applicable; a 250 word maximum justificationtaswhy office space is
deserved; and a section for additional commentshwinall have no
bearing on the point system.

. The Secretary of the Registry shall prepaeeSpace Allocation Proposal,
herein denoted SAP, to The Student and Academiair&ffOrganizing
Committee, as follows:

1. All groups that have applied for space shalghen a rank based on
the point system defined in this Chapter.

2. The number of available spaces shall be cordpaity the number of
applicants for a space allocation. No group magllmeated space
if a group with a higher rank has not been allod¢tateace during
this process.

3. If a group is assigned a separate space thlanrently occupies, the
Secretary of the Registry may not move that groufess a
request has been made by either the group appdyirg group
currently sharing space with the group applyingthé Secretary
of the Registry gives a group a different allocatithan it
currently holds, he or she must include the Jastiibns with the
SAP.

At any time after the initial recommendatiartevof the SAP by The
Student and Academic Affairs Organizing Committed prior to the

Commission, herein denoted the Commission.

Chapter 2
Composition of the Elections Commission

the SGA, who shall be confirmed upon a majorityevot the Senate membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting.

Chapter 3
Elections Commission Appointment

Section 1 The Governor of each Area Government shall, orefore October 30 of
each calendar year, submit to the Senate two (Bedaepresentatives for the posts of
Election Commissioner, who shall serve for the ndde period of one (1) year, here defined
as November 15 to November 14.

Section 2 If a Governor shall have failed to submit to 8enate two (2) named
representatives for the posts of Election Commission or before October 30, the Senate
shall appoint and confirm the respective ElectiGosnmissioner(s) upon a majority vote of
its membership in attendance at a scheduled megtiagided said Governor shall not have
acted by the convention of said meeting.

Section 3 If the Senate shall not have acted to confirm aryden Elections Commission
appointment of a Governor within thirty (30) calendays of receipt of said appointment,
the Senate shall surrender its confirmation right.

Section 4 If the Senate shall have voted to deny an Elest@ommission appointment,
the Governor shall submit a second named reprdsenta the Senate within ten (10)
calendar days.

Section 5 Fifteen (15) days prior to the October 30 deadiorearea government

appointments to the Elections Commission, the S@&iBent shall send written notice of
the deadline to all area governors.
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Chapter 4
Elections Commission Vacancies

Section 1 If a vacancy shall occur in an Elections Commisgiost the Governor of the
Area Government from which s/he shall have beemiapgd shall, within thirty (30) days of
said vacancy, submit (1) named representativenfmElections Commission post vacated.

Section 2 If the Governor shall have failed to submit to 8enate one (1) named
representative for the Elections Commission posatead within thirty (30) calendar days of
the vacancy, the Senate shall appoint and confirennramed representative to the vacated
Elections Commission post, upon a majority votésomembership in attendance at a
scheduled meeting, provided said Governor shak lialed to act by the convention of said
meeting.

Section 3 If the Senate shall not have acted to confirrdety an Elections Commission
post appointment of a Governor within thirty (3@Jendar days of receipt of said
appointment, the Senate shall surrender its coafion right.

Section 4 If the Senate shall have voted to deny an Elest@ommission appointment,
the Governor shall submit a second named reprdsenta the Senate within ten (10)
calendar days.

Section 5 If a vacancy shall occur in an Elections Comnoisgost, with the exception
of Chancellor of Elections, fifteen (15) calendaysl prior to a General Election, the
Elections Commission post vacated shall remainnagatil (7) calendar days following the
election.

Chapter 5
Appointment of the Chancellor of Elections

Section 1 Each Area Government shall, on a rotating schedydpoint the Chancellor

of Elections, who shall act as the chief presidiffgcer of the Elections Commission, and no
Area Governor shall consecutively appoint the Ck#oicof Elections.

Section 2 Appointment of the Chancellor of Elections shalfifiuone (1) of the

Elections Commission appointments prescribed ile Mtll, Chapter 3, Section 1 of the By-
laws of the SGA.

Section 3 The rotation schedule for the appointment of thar€ellor of Elections shall
be as prescribed herein:

1. Southwest Residential Area

2. Orchard Hill Residential Area



3. Central Residential Area
4. Northeast Residential Area
5. Sylvan Residential Area

6. Commuter Area

7. North Residential Area

Chapter 6
Installation of Elections Commission Members

Section 1 Elections Commissioners shall, prior to beingatietl, consult the
Directing Attorney of Student Legal Services, or/his designee.

Section 2 Elections Commissioners shall, upon taking offlme administered the
following affirmation by the Chief Justice befoletSenate membership:

1. "I do affirm to faithfully execute the office &lections Commissioner and support the
Constitution and By-laws of the Student Governnfsgociation."

Chapter 7
The Chancellor of Elections

Section 1 The Chancellor of Elections shall be the chiefgmting officer of the
Elections Commission, shall perform all duties prixed for that office by the Constitution
of the SGA and the By-laws of the SGA, and shaltlharged with the effective
implementation of Title VIII of the By-laws of tHeGA.

Chapter 8
Elections Commission Code of Conduct and Procedures

Section 1 No member of the Elections Commission shall hoétteld or appointed
office during the term of her/his Elections Comnuasmembership.

Section 2 No member of the Elections Commission shall séetted or appointed
office during the term of her/his Elections Comnuasmembership.

Section 3 No member of the Elections Commission shall abtieéd the campaign of
any candidate for elected office in the SGA dutimg term of her/his Elections Commission
membership, unless otherwise provided for by thes@tution of the SGA or the By-laws of
the SGA.
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Section 4The quorum for the conduct of business for the tiflas Commission shall be
fifty (50) percent of the membership plus one @he (1) of who shall be the
Chancellor of Elections.

Chapter 9
General and Special Elections

Section 1 The Elections Commission shall be empowered tceghler a General or
Special Election.

Section 2 Five (5) percent, unless otherwise provided fotHeyConstitution of the SGA
or the By-laws of the SGA, of the SGA membershiglistast a vote in a General or Special
Election in order for said election to be ratified.

Section 3 Candidates for SGA elected office, unless othexpi®vided for by the
General Laws of the Commonwealth of Massachugsé#sConstitution of the SGA, or the
By-laws of the SGA, shall be elected upon a majatplurality of the SGA membership
voting in a General or Special Election.

Chapter 10
General Election

Section 1 "General Election" shall be defined as thoset®as in which the University
Student Trustee, the President, the Senate amstélacGovernment Officers are elected.

Section 2 The University Student Trustee, the PresidentthedArea Government
Officers shall be elected in a General Electiorttensame day on or before March 25 of
each calendar year.

Section 3 The Senate shall be elected in a General Eleoticor before September 30
of each calendar year.
Chapter 11
Special Election

Section 1 "Special Election" shall be defined as thoset&las called to fill vacancies
not occurring as the result of the expiration ¢émmn, as defined by the Constitution of the
SGA or the By-laws of the SGA, in the Senate, ABewernment Officer posts, or House
Council Officer posts.

Chapter 12
Referenda and General or Special Election

Section 1 Referenda may be placed on the ballot of eitheeae@l or Special Election,
or, a Special Election may be called for the exggdpurpose of calling a Referendum.

Section 2 Referenda submitted to the Elections Commissiofi BBgut to the SGA
membership on a ballot in a General or Specialtibledn the manner prescribed for said
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Elections in Title VIII, Chapter 13, of the By-law$ the SGA, provided that said referenda
shall not be subject to By-laws directly pertainiogcandidates.

Section 3 For the purpose of Title VIII of the By-laws ofglsGA, the first name listed
on a petition for a referendum shall be defineticasdidate".

Chapter 13
Election Procedure

Section 1 For the purpose of Title VIII, Chapters 13-25, tean "Election” shall be
defined as "General or Special Election”.

Section 2 The Chancellor of Elections shall initiate the &t process in the manner
prescribed herein:

1. The Elections Commission, if applicable to Biection, shall request from the Senate

and place(s) of the Election. Furthermore, thetitias Commission shall appoint
Elections Assistants who shall assist the Elect@osimission and the Chancellor of
Elections, who shall not be SGA members, hold etkorr appointed office(s) during
their service as Elections

A. If a General or Special Election shall inclutie election of the University
Student Trustee, the General or Special Electiati b scheduled for two (2)
calendar days.

B. If a General or Special Election shall inclubde tlection of the University
Student Trustee, President, Area Government Oficétouse Council
Officers, elections shall be held at least fiveqalendar days, but no more than
(8) calendar days after the closing of nominations.

4. The Chancellor of Elections shall, upon the majoote of its membership in

attendance at a scheduled meeting, and if appéidalihe Election, fix the date and
time at which nominations for offices shall be ol closed: provided that the



fixed time and date provides for nominations toehbgen open for seven (7) calendar
days.

A. If an Election shall have included the officddmiversity Student Trustee,
President, Area Government Officer or House Coudéficers, nominations
shall be open for fourteen (14) calendar days.

Chapter 14
Public Announcement of the Election

Section 1 The Chancellor of Elections shall provide for thilc announcement, no
less than fourteen (14) calendar days prior teetbetion date and time, of the Election,
through the Massachusetts Daily Collegian and gthéfications and methods deemed
necessary by the Chancellor of Elections, and aanmbuncement shall contain the
information prescribed herein:

1. The date and time of the Election

2. The nominating procedure and the date andaimeéhich nominations shall be
closed.

3. The times during which, and the locations aictvhnomination papers shall be made
available.

4. The phone number and office hours of the Chancefi&lections.

5. The Elections Commission shall, upon a majoritievaf its membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting, determine ttiechby which the ballots shall
be counted

Chapter 15
Nominations

Section 1 The Chancellor of Elections shall provide for thiblcation and distribution
of nomination papers in the manner prescribed herei

1. The nominating statement:

4. The date and time nominations shall be closed.

Section 2 All nomination papers shall be numbered and thebarmshall be recorded
by the Chancellor of Elections next to the namehefperson who shall have taken out said
nomination papers.

Section 3 All persons, upon taking out nomination paperslldfe issued a certified
copy of the Constitution of the SGA and the By-lasfishe SGA, and shall, upon returning
said nomination papers sign a document attestaigsthe shall have read, understood and
agreed to abide by the Constitution of the SGA,Gleeaeral By-laws and specifically Title
VIII of the By-laws of the SGA.

Section 4 All persons, upon returning nomination papers stiatimit a campaign
workers list which shall include the name, studdettification number and telephone
number of all persons actively campaigning for¢hedidate.

Section 5 Upon their return, all nomination papers shallibeetstamped and delivered
to the Chancellor of Elections.

Section 6 When nominations shall have closed, the Electioms@ission shall review
all nomination papers and shall confirm or denyrup majority vote of its membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting, the validitnetie

Section 7 If the Elections Commission shall have voted toydée validity of a set of
nomination papers, the Elections Commission shédrim the nominee within twenty-four
(24) hours following the vote, of its decision atgljustification.

Section 8 A Candidate may, in writing, and forty-eight (48)urs prior to an election,
withdraw her/his name from the ballot.
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Chapter 16
Ballots

Section 1 The Chancellor of Elections shall provide for gublication of the ballots
and said ballots shall contain the information priged herein:

1. A brief set of voting instructions which shaitlude, but may not be limited to the
number of votes which can be cast for each office.

2. The name of the candidate(s) grouped with ieeréspective Electoral District.
3. A write-in space for all offices.

Section 2 A candidate's name, as printed on the ballot §feaf her/his own choosing,
provided that the candidate's legal surname beqatin

Section 3 The word "incumbent” shall appear next to a casi@icdeeking re-election
from the same constituency.

Section 4 The order of the names on the ballot shall berdeted at random by the
Elections Commission.

Section 5 The ballots shall be numbered and color-coded tla@ numbers and colors,
and the ballot boxes to which the ballots shallhbeen assigned, shall be recorded by the
Chancellor of Elections.

Section 6  The ballots shall be locked in a secure area telwbnly the Chancellor of
Elections shall have access, and the ballots baadurrendered only to the possession of
members of the Elections Commission.

Chapter 17
Public Announcement of the Polling Places

Section 1 The Chancellor of Elections shall provide for gublic announcement, no
less than twenty-four (24) and no more than sevamty(72) hours prior to the election date
and time, of the voting procedure and polling pta¢brough the Massachusetts Daily
Collegian and other publications and methods deemedssary by the Chancellor of
Elections.

Chapter 18
Election Day

Section 1 The Elections Commission shall open and closgdtieng places at the
designated time and conduct the voting in the maprescribed herein:

Section 5 Each candidate, and the Graduate Student Sendte, éfection shall include
the election of the University Student Trustee, rm@yd one (1) person to the room in which



the count is taking place who shall not be a catdidand upon arrival, shall not leave the
room until the completion of the count except tofguen natural acts.

Section 6 No person, other than the Elections CommissionEtketions Assistants, the
Graduate Student Senate designee, and the carslidasgnees, shall be present at the
counting of the ballots.

Section 7 Only Elections Commission members and Electionsishants shall count
ballots.

Section 8 Following the completion of the count, the Eleceid@ommission shall lock
the ballots in a secure area to which only the Cébor of Elections shall have access, until
the elections shall have been ratified.

Section 9 Upon the completion of the count, those persongf@renda having received
a majority or plurality of the votes cast shalldexlared the winner(s), pending ratification.

Chapter 23
The Election Report

1. The complete numerical tabulation of the rasult

2. Any formal complaints made to the Elections @Gussion and the act taken
thereupon.

3. The signatures of the Elections Commission.

Section 2 If an election shall have included the offices afivérsity Student Trustee, a
certified copy of the Election Report shall be sitbed to the Graduate Student Senate at the
same time said report shall have been submittétet&enate.

Section 3 If the Senate or the Coordinating Council shalléhfailed to ratify a General
or Special Election within thirty (30) days of sdtdection, the Elections Commission shall
call a Special Election and re-cast the balloteyigled the Senate or Coordinating Council
shall have failed to ratify the Election by theaasting of the ballots.

Chapter 24
Candidate Code of Conduct

Section 1 For the purpose of Title VIIl, Chapters 24-25 o€ tBy-laws of the SGA,
"candidate" shall be defined as any person whol $tzale expressed a firm intention to
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qgualify, or who has qualified, to have her/his ngoteced on the ballot for elected office in
an SGA General or Special Election, or any pers&kiag election to such an office through
a write-in campaign, here defined as a concertéatteto win election to such an office

through write-in votes.

Section 2 For the purpose of Title VIII, Chapters 24-25 betBy-laws of the SGA,
forms of the verb "to campaign", shall be definedaay action by any person in support of a
candidate for elected SGA office which shall in@ubut shall not be limited to, distribution
of literature or posting of materials.

Section 3 Candidates for SGA elected office shall be subjecthe Code of Conduct
prescribed herein:

1. No candidate who is not a candidate, as defmeditle VIII, Chapter 24, Section 1,
shall campaign.

2. All campaign material including but not limitén, buttons, posters, leaflets, banners,
signs, table tents, and radio and television ancements, shall be registered with the
Chancellor of Elections prior to their use, andlishear the name of the campaign
which shall have produced same.

3. No person(s) shall appropriate funds for theppse of campaigning except the SGA.

4. All equipment and supplies used to campaigti searegistered with the Chancellor
of Elections prior to their use, and shall be agesaned by certified copies of the
purchase orders or inter-activity recharges usguitohase said materials.

A. Pens, pencils, copy machines, markers, compuséaplers and staple guns shall
be exempt from the provisions of Title VIII, Chap®l, Section 3, Subsection 4
of the By-laws of the SGA.

7. Candidates shall be responsible for the actdmersons registered on the campaign
workers list.

8. No funds shall be transferred between candidate

9. No candidate shall wrongfully represent any gaign material as being the material
of any other candidate.



10. No candidate shall violate the Code of Stud@mtduct.

11. No candidate shall corruptly give, offer or mpise to any SGA member any
pecuniary or other benefit not authorized by thesTitution of the SGA, the Bylaws
of the SGA or an Act of the SGA, which is intendednfluence the vote(s) of said
SGA member.

12. No person shall campaign within fifty (50) fedta polling place on Election Day.

Chapter 25
Violations of Chapter VIl

Section 1 The Elections Commission may, upon a two-thirdewaftits membership in
attendance at a scheduled meeting, and up to {B@)ycalendar days following an election,
take any one of the actions prescribed hereinifidattons of Title VIII of the By-laws of the
SGA:

1. Warning - Awritten statement to a candidate ordering the tessaf any activity
which is in violation of Title VIII of the By-lawof the SGA, or her/his candidacy
shall be suspended or invalidated.

2. Suspension - Awritten statement to a candidate ordering the suspe of all
campaigning for a prescribed period of calendaetim

3. Invalidation - Awritten statement to a candidate declaring herhisdidacy to be
invalid and stricken from the ballot.

4. Nullification - Apublic announcement to the SGA membership declamglection
nullified and calling a Special Election to re-ctms ballots.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES STATEMENT ON UNIVERSITY GOVERNANC E
|. TRUSTEE POLICY ON UNIVERSITY GOVERNANCE

A. ENDORSEMENT OF AAUP STATEMENTS ON GOVERNANCE

1. The Board of Trustees has all authority, responsibility, rights,
privileges, powers and duties of organization and government of
the University of Massachusetts as provided in Chapter 75 of
the General Laws of the Commonwealth. Nothing in the
following statement shall be taken as contravening that authority
or any applicable federal or state law or regulation; anything
contravening such authority, law or regulation is void.

2. Nevertheless, as an established university discharges its
obligations and responsibilities to society by the advancement
and dissemination of knowledge, the variety and complexity of
its tasks require and ensure the interdependence of the
governing board, the administration, the faculty, and the
students, as well as other groups. The Board of Trustees has
long recognized this interdependence, both among campuses
within the system and among the various components within a
campus, and now formally adopts the principle of joint effort in
governing the University.

3. Join effort in University governance will take a variety of
forms depending on the issue and the situation. The
administrative officers or the Board may in some instances
propose recommendations for the consideration of the faculty
and/or students before taking final action. The faculty and/or
students may in other instances propose recommendations
subject only to the endorsement of the administration and the
Board. In all instances, however, the principle of joint effort
requires that components within the University remain sensitive
to the interests of other components.

4. The Board of Trustees therefore endorses in principle the
1996 Statement on Government of Colleges and Universities
adopted by the American Association of University Professors,
the American Council of Education, and the Association of
Governing Boards of Universities and Colleges and the 1970



statement on Student Participation in College and University
Government formulated by the three aforementioned
organizations, insofar as both are consistent with this Trustees’
Statement on University Governance. In endorsing these two
statements, the Board, while retaining its ultimate legal authority
in governing the University, recognizes that the faculty, the
students, and other groups within the University have the right,
the responsibility, and the privilege of advising on policies
affecting the University. The Board will ensure these rights,
responsibilities, and privileges through the various governing
bodies—both representative bodies such as senates and
assemblies, and administrative bodies such as departments,
school, and colleges—established by its bylaws and other
actions.

B. PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES IN GOVERNANCE

The Board of Trustees recognizes that while it must exercise general
authority over the University, certain components of the University, such as
the President’s Office, the campus administrations, and the representative
and administrative governing bodies of the faculty and the students have, by
virtue of interest, training, and experience, a special concern and competence
in certain areas. Subject to precedents established by components on each
campus and/or the restraints and procedures specified in their constitutions,
these components shall have primary responsibility in their areas of special
competence and concern. Whenever the phrase "primary responsibility"”
appears in this statement, it shall mean the capacity to initiate
recommendations, after appropriate consultation, in accordance with the
procedures specified in section II. D below. Such recommendations will be
overruled only by written reasons stated in detail. While it in no way is
intended to contravene the authority and participation of the Board of
Trustees in governance, the following is a general statement of primary
responsibility in the major areas of University life.

ACADEMIC MATTERS: By virtue of its professional preparation and its
central concern with learning and teaching the faculty will exercise primary
responsibility in such academic matters as curriculum, subject matter and
methods of instruction, research, admissions, libraries, and other aspects of
University life which directly relate to the educational process. Students share
this concern and they will be assured the opportunity of participating in
developing academic policies and in evaluating degrees, programs, and
courses.

FACULTY STATUS: The faculty will have primary responsibility for
matters of faculty status, such as appointments, reappointments, promotions,
tenure, and salary adjustments. Students will also be assured the opportunity
of participating in the evaluation of a faculty member’s effectiveness.
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V.

STUDENT AFFAIRS: Students will have primary responsibility for services
and activities which are designed primarily to serve students or those which
are financed primarily by students, managing student political affairs and
organizational matters, and setting standards for student behavior, conduct,
and discipline.

PLANNING, DEVELOPMENT AND BUDGET: The President is
responsible for exerting educational leadership in the planning and
development of the University, both before the Board of Trustees and on the
various campuses. He/she shall coordinate the planning and development on
the separate campuses, keep current a University master plan, and ensure
that all appropriate components of the University have the opportunity to
make recommendations before planning and development decisions are
rendered. The President is also responsible for coordinating, preparing, and
presenting to the Board of Trustees the University’s annual budget request.
He/she shall represent the budget request approved by the Board to the
Governor and the General court. The Chancellors are responsible for
coordinating, preparing, and presenting to the President budget requests from
the campuses. The President is responsible for continually improving the
budget process and developing a calendar which allows adequate time for
consultation and study by all interested components of the University.

Il. RESPONSIBILITIES, DUTIES, FUNCTIONS, AND PROCEDURES OF
THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES, THE PRESIDENT, THE CAMPUS
ADMINISTRATORS, AND THE CAMPUS GOVERNING BODIES IN
UNIVERSITY GOVERNANCE

Consistent with Chapter 15A and pursuant to Chapter 75 of the General Laws
of the Commonwealth, the Board of Trustees may establish general policies
governing the University. The authority of the Board shall include, but is not
limited to, the following specific powers:

A. BOARD OF TRUSTEES

1. The Trustees will consider, upon the recommendation of the appropriate
faculty and student governing bodies and/or other appropriate groups, the
academic plans, personnel policies, and admissions policies of each campus
and of the University as a whole; plans for the establishment of new
campuses, schools, institutes, and colleges, and plans for the closing of
already established units and programs.

2. The Trustees will consider, upon the recommendation of the appropriate
governing body(s), the establishment of degrees.

3. The Trustees will consider the budget requests of the University and the
capital outlay budget requests and major amendments thereto. In addition,
they will consider new student housing and other loan construction programs,
accept gifts, and approve service agreements, rental agreements, and leases.



Further, they will consider policies governing the solicitation of grants and
research contracts.

4. The Trustees will appoint the President, the Chancellors, the Treasurer,
and the Secretary of the University, set their salaries, and periodically
evaluate their performance. When appointing the President, the Board will
seek nominations from a broadly representative search committee appointed
by the Board. The Board will determine the charge to and composition of the
search committee after seeking the recommendations of the appropriate
campus governing body(s) and, when appropriate, other components of the
University. The Board will appoint faculty and student representatives to the
search committee upon nomination by the appropriate governing body(s).
When appointing a Chancellor, the Board will seek nominations from a
broadly representative search committee appointed by the Chair of the
Trustees in consultation with the President. The Chair will determine the
charge to and composition of the search committee after seeking the
recommendations of the appropriate campus governing body(s) and, when
appropriate, other components of the University. The Board will appoint
faculty and student representatives to the search committee upon nomination
by the appropriate governing body(s). The President will recommend two or
more candidates to the Board.

5. The Trustees will consider long-range development and design plans for
each campus in relation to long-range academic plans and any major
amendments to these plans. They will approve consulting architects,
landscape architects, executive architects, and the designs for major
campuses, consistent with the authority vested in the Department of Capital
Planning and Operations.

6. The Trustees will consider all policies concerning the University’s
relationship with local, state, and federal governments and all policies
concerning public information. In this regard the Board will consider policies
concerning the University relationship with other segments of higher
education.

7. The Trustees will make the final selection of all honorary degree recipients
and will name all buildings and facilities.

B. PRESIDENT OF THE UNIVERSITY

1. The President is the principal academic and executive officer of the
University. He/she will exercise executive authority over the campuses
comprising the University subject to the direction of the Board of Trustees.
He/she will serve as chief spokesman and interpreter of the University and
represent it to the general public and its representatives.

2. The President will be responsible for presenting policy recommendations to
the Board of Trustees and ensuring that the campuses develop ways of
implementing Trustees’ policy. He/she will develop, coordinate, and keep
current a master plan of the University. He/she will be responsible for the
coordination and preparation of the annual budget request and its
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presentation to the Board of Trustees and to the Governor and the General
Court. He/she will also be responsible for the allocation of the appropriated
budget and all other funds.

3. The President will appoint, promote and grant salary adjustments to
personnel in the President’s office. He/she will supervise the operations of the
officers and staff in the President’s office.

4. The President will appoint the Vice Presidents with the concurrence of the
Board of Trustees.

5. The President will appoint members of the faculty to tenure with the
concurrence of the Board of Trustees.

6. The President will coordinate the work of all campuses of the University
and promote the general welfare of the University as a whole and in its
several parts. He/she will ensure as much campus autonomy as possible
commensurate with achieving the central purposes of the University or
fulfilling his/her duties as specified herein. The President will establish and
maintain an effective communications system within the University that allows
for the prompt identification of needs and problems and their analysis. In
particular, the President, in concert with the Chancellors, will ensure that all
appropriate components of the University have the opportunity to make
recommendations prior to the establishment of policy.

7. The President may refer for investigation and report any matter of
institutional concern to administrative staff, governing bodies, faculty, or
students. The channel for official communications between the President and
the various campus groups in such matter will be through the Chancellor.

C. CAMPUS CHANCELLOR
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1. The Chancellor is the chief academic and executive officer of the campus.
He/she will exercise executive authority over the campus subject to the
direction of the President. He/she will be responsible to the President for
administering the various schools, colleges, divisions, departments, and other
units on the campus.

2. In the formulation of policy the Chancellor will represent his/her campus to
the President and the Board of Trustees, and upon the adoption of policy
he/she will ensure its implementation on campus. He/she will develop,
coordinate, and present to the President immediate and long-range plans for
the campus. The Chancellor will also coordinate, prepare, and present to the
President the annual budget request of the campus and oversee campus
expenditures.

3. The Chancellor will appoint the Vice Chancellors, the Provosts, and the
Deans of the campus upon delegation by the President, set their salaries, and
periodically evaluate their performance. When appointing a Vice Chancellor
with line responsibilities, a Provost, or a Dean, the Chancellor will seek
nominations from a broadly representative search committee. The Chancellor
and the appropriate governing body(s), representative and/or administrative,



will mutually agree upon the composition and the charge of the search
committee. The Chancellor will appoint faculty and student representatives to
the search committee upon nomination by the appropriate governing body(s).

4. The Chancellor will appoint, promote, and grant salary adjustments to
professional and nonprofessional personnel on campus.

5. The Chancellor will coordinate the work of the various units of the campus
and promote the general welfare of the campus as a whole and in its several
parts. He/she will ensure as much autonomy as possible to the various units
of the campus commensurate with achieving the central purposes of the
campus and the University as a whole or fulfilling his/her duties as specified
herein. He/she will assist the President in maintaining an effective
communications system within the campus that allows for the prompt
identification of needs and problems and their analysis. In particular, the
Chancellor will assist the President in ensuring that all appropriate
components of the campus have the opportunity to make recommendations
prior to the establishment of policy.

6. The Chancellor may refer for investigation and report any matter of
institutional concern to administrative staff, governing bodies, faculty and
students.

D. CAMPUS GOVERNING BODIES

1. Faculty and students may be organized into governing bodies, such as
senates and assemblies, departments, schools, and colleges. The
constitutions of the major governing bodies must be approved by the Board of
Trustees.

2. When appropriate, governing bodies shall have the privilege of
recommending policies and procedures affecting the campus and the
University as a whole, including, among other matters, academic matters,
matters of faculty status, and student affairs. Also when appropriate,
governing bodies will have the privilege of contributing to long-range planning,
the preparation of the annual budget request, and the allocation of available
resources.

3. The Chancellor, the President, and the Board of Trustees may approve
recommendations from the campus representative governing bodies at any
time. Subject to precedents established by components of each campus
and/or the restraints and procedures specified in their constitutions, and in
accordance with the preceding statements of primary responsibility (Section
|.B of this statement), recommendations adopted by the campus
representative governing bodies will become policy unless

(1) disapproved or sent back for reconsideration by the Chancellor
within twenty working days of receipt of notification from the governing
body; (2) disapproved, sent back for reconsideration, or deferred by
the President within twenty working days of receipt of notification of the
Chancellor’s approval or within twenty working days following the
expiration of the twenty working-day period for the Chancellor’s



consideration; (3) disapproved by the President during a special thirty-
working-deferral period (if the President chooses to defer his/her
decision he/she will notify the governing body; the deferral period will
begin at the end of the President’s initial twenty-working-day period of
consideration); (4) disapproved by the Board of Trustees within these
specified time limitations. The governing bodies will notify the
Chancellor, the President, and the Board of Trustees of their actions as
soon as possible after their adoption. Any matter not acted upon within
seventy-working-days of receipt of notification by the Chancellor of an
action by a governing body will be taken as approved by the Board of
Trustees. When a recommendation is disapproved, the governing body
will receive written reasons in detail for the adverse decision.

lIl. IMPLEMENTATION

Provision for implementing the foregoing policies and procedures of University
governance shall be subject to the approval of the Board of Trustees.

IV. APPROVAL AND EVALUATION

The Board of Trustees reserves the right to alter, amend or revoke the foregoing
Statement on University Governance, in part or whole, at any time. The Board of
Trustees will review the foregoing policies and procedures every five years.
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
